Board of Ed to improve
menu and go for profit

The Board of Education approved
last week the hiring of a food manage-

- ment service le mare econamically run
the elementary school luich progirams,
which in recent years have been declin-
ing in popularity and losing money.

Board Secretary Leonard DiGiovanni
opened the . presentation for the
management company, JaCe Co., Inc,
by chronologically listing the yearly
drop in lunches purchased by students
since the' 1979-80 - school year. The
gecrelary said thal 72,585 of the lunches
sold in that year were bought by 37 per-
cenl of the students. That percentage
dropped to 35 percent of the students in

* 1080-81 nnd 28 percent in 1981-82, per
66,187 and 49,029 lunches sold in thosc
years,

‘The decline resulted in the lunch pro-
gram losing $10,000 this past year.

DiGlovanni said decline in school
lunch popularity and less of moncy
showed the need for a company to
manage the district's cafeterins,

DiGiovannl claimed that with the
management service offering more
diverge standard luneh menus and a
five cent price increase to $1.05 per lun-
ch, the district could realize a $500 pro-

e year. That profil is based on an
averpge of one third of the sludents
buying lunch on a daily basis.

JnCe will receive a management fee
of $6.900, Also, under the company's
plan, the district will pay §7,600 for a
cook manager wha will serve Eull time-
in thedistrict schools.

A parttime sopervisor alse wiil
oversee the lunch. operation.: That
supervisor is splitting his time with
Jonathan Daylon Regional High School.

DiGiovanni said the service would
analyze the menus and ‘‘present
something really palatable for
youngsters, the whole program should
prasper,"’

Three different *‘type A™ lunches will
be offered daily at Gaudineer, and the
satellite schools will be shipped & ham-
burger and alternate lunch every day.

‘At the conclusion of DiGiovanni's
comments, board member George
Gomes catled the seeretary’s.remarks
a "disservice" becnuse “one of our
own'' was promoting a service which as
vet had not been approved by the board.

He alse said it was a mistake for

Superintendent Dr. Fred Baruchin, who.

was absent from the meeting, to pro-
vide the board with a list of prepared
questions for the food service represen-
latives. He reasoned that the. board
could have come up wﬂh their own
questionhs.

He added that it wou]a fave’ uesn ap-
propria!e fora commiuee to'study the

program before it was aired for a public
votg.

- Following those comments, board
member Liz Simpson asked why the
caleteria workers would be recelving p
25-cent-per-hour increase, considering
that the lunch program had been losing
money.

JaCe representatives, President
Eugene Rosen and Vice President Fred
Watson, said that-the workers deseved
the raise as incentive while they were
learning a new system of food prepara-
tion. : .
! DiGiovanni ~ said the raise was
“mutually worked out” between the
district and the service.

However, Simpson said; It locks to
me like we're paying for this out of their
suggestion ... losing control is the im-
pression I get; we're being told what to
doandit's at our expense.”

Rosen also explained: '*All revenues
from the program are used to complete
expenses of the program, including
labhor. So if all budget, conservative as
they are, come to light, it will brmg the
district a $550 profit.”*

The representatives spid they will
provide a monthly operations state-
menl, personnel will be observed and
evaluated and a {ood cost gnalysis will
determine more efficient ways to buy
and prepare the Junches.
