University of Medicine and Dentistry of
New Jersey (UMDNJ), where Swedish
réceived intengive treatment for those
risk factors,

Although results of the study releused
earlier this month did not provide
definite proof that reducing those risk
factors lessened - heart diseage,
Swedish, and others who ran the study,
say that there is still good evidence that
controlling those factors does make a
difference.

When Swedish went to give bleod in
1973 he was labeled with high blood
pressure and told he could not donate.
Al the suggestion of a nurse at the
blsodbank, he was teld to contaet Dr,
Norman Lasser, associate professor of
medicine at the Now Jersey Medical *
School in Newark.

At the time, Swedish weighed 233 1bs,
had a 250 cholesterol count, smoked
something around two packs of cigars
per week and had a blood pressure of
160&114.

Todny, those [acls translate into 193
tbs, a 19 chalesterol count, his final
cigar smelted just after this inlerview
and a blood prossure of 128&05.

Swedish slates emphatically, -If - 1
hadn't gone in this program, I'm sure
I'd be dead.”

Renters hit by decision

.Many of the lOWnShIp § senior
citizens and disabled tenants will be nf-
fecled by & recent federal court deci-
sion. The ruling declares un-
constitutional part of a state law that
retronctively allows them to remain as
renters for 40 years in apartment
buildings converted to condeminiums.

- The Sept. 10 ruling resulted from the

case of Troy Hills development in Spr-
Ingfield. Morvis Schnitzer, attorney for
the Troy Limiled Partnership, argued
the 342 units in Troy Hills had been con-
verted to conduminiums a year before
the state cnacted the law prolecting the
seniors, and said it was un-
constitulional {or the state to make new
rules for buildings converted priar to
the enactment of the legislation,

U8, District Court Judge Vincent P,
Biunno has yel to rule on the con-
stitutionality of the law as a whole. so
far ruling apainst only its vetroactive
provisions. Constitutionality and rent
conlrol provisiens will be decided after
a trial, for which a pretrial conference
has been scheduled for December.

‘rnost of them loughing and breathless. But it is also liliely that for many, there will be an
undertone of sadness: the memory of a ehild, or a fricnd's child, suffering from juvenile
dinbetes.

The Oct. 9 dance, which will be held at Iho Rahway Elks Club on West Milton Avenue

with Dick Meyers of Cranford as caller, is being sponsored by the Union Chapter of the *

Juvenile Diabetes Foundation (JDF), an organization whose goal s finding a cure for

diabetes through research.

The Union Chapter, which covers all of Union County, was cstablishied-on Jan. 15, 1979,

_ by Matthew and Naami Mirlocca of Union Township.

1t was started after a Unien Township group, lho‘Mary Liotta, Civic Association, spon,
sored a dinner-dance and donated the proceeds in memary of the Mirloccas’ son, Joseph,
who had been a juvenile dinbetic {or the greater portion of his 18 years of life.

Active in government and civic affairs — he has served on both the Union County and
Union Township Planning Boards and she is president of the Union Township Board of
Education — the erloccns slill found time to put much of thexr energy into the new
grou

"N?y husband and l are dedicated to the finding of a cure for dmbetes Naomi Mirlac-
ca said. *To this end, we are expanding our efforts in the avea of athletic programs and
are currently sponsoring a Little League baseball team under the nume JMM Founda-
tion. We will also be offering a scholarship to a deservig child and aré in the process of
establishing it. 1t would be our hope that someday we con be a part of the cure that wxll

" yegult from the efforts that many of our cammunity residents have made.”

Noling that an argonization like JDF “requires many hours of dedicated effort,” she
said, "“Over the past few years, we have had such people. Some have moved on but others
join to replace them."’

Thoge now aclive are working under a slate of officers that consists of Fran Del Sorde
of Linden, president; Jay Levin of Union, president-elect; Karen Levin of Union,

treasurer; Marge Lewis of Union, membership chairman, und Terri Foti ol Lmden and

Diane Simane of Union, education chairmen.

JDF is an international non-profit yoluntary ageney founded in 1970 by a group of con-
cerned parents who, like the Mirloceas, have diabetic children,

1t now has more than 100 chaptets, whose members contribute more than 20 percenl of
all funds raised for diabetie research, Naomi Mirlocea said. o

“It js now recognized thol dinbetes is an international health kazard of epidemic pro-
portions, 1t is only through research that we can find the cavse and the cure that will
ultimately stop diabotes and the many life-threatening complications such as heart

disense and kidney failure,” she said.

speaking to schoo]s senior citizen groups and emorgenc\ squads. The Union Chapter has
distributed literature to doétors, nurses and 12y persons throughout the county.

The organization also lobbies in Congress for funds for diabetes research.

“Annually an appeal is made to the members of lhe Juvenile Diabetes Foundation to
write to their represenlalwes in Congress to tell them why our organization is so deserv-
ing of federal funding, ” the ! Infon woman said.

"*We tell the story of 'ne complications of blindness, heart dlsense kidney falture and
amputation of extremeties. Although death certificates do not often list diabetes as the
cause of death, research lndlcates that the cause listed can be directly attributed to
diabeles.

*One of the frustrations that members of this orgamz'llmn face on a continuing basis is

_the lack of understanding on the pait of the.general public concerning just what diabetes
" is. We feel that it is our duty and responsibility as chnpler members to share whatever

knowledge we have with them...

“Annually we have a membership drive 1o encnurage both diabetics and non-diabetics
to become a part of the JDF organization. We tell them about the loss of lives of our
children, our spouses and other loved members of our {amilies. We tell lhem that one out
of every three families is affected by this disease.”
