the board voted last week to cut $166,353

from this year’s budget, while parents

mended by the finance committee was 6
ta 3, with board membors Sharon Fitls,
Elizaheth Simpson and John Wester-
field voting no. A previous vole Lo table
the cuts was defeated, 5104.
