The entire question of adequate
transportation funding is one which the
Legisiature will have to address this
fall, if only to meet its obligation to the
state's 300,000 daily transit riders to
find an alternative to the proposed
average. 20 percent fare increase NJ
Translt recently approved to close the
gap in its operating budget. The gap
was caused by the Legislature's refusal
to increase NJ Transit's appropriation
this year to required levels. If we must
impltement this fare Increase In
December, it will mean that the
average transit user will be paying 40
percent more for bus or rail service
than he did six months ago,

Whether your elected representatives
enact some form of dedicated funding
or earmark a larger proportion of the
state budget for transportalion, it is up
to all of us to insure that our $42 billion
transportation invéstment is preserved
and improved to the greatest extent
possible.

Prolecting our investment will
doubtless require us to make some very
difficult decisions and choices over the
next several years, .
