"Highsctrools-repo
drop in violent acts
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The Board of Education of Union
County Regional High School District
1 has announced that incidents of vio-
lence and vandalism in the four reg-
ional high schools has decreased
slightly during the 1989-90, school
year.

The four regional high schools
include Jonathan Dayton Regional
High School in Springfield, David
Brearley RegionalJBigh_SchogLin
Kenilworth, Arthur L. Johnson Reg-
ional High School in Clark and Gov-
ernor Livingston Regional. High

-School-in-Berkeley-HeightR

The decrease was discussed in the
"annual report on violcncc.and vandal-
ism in the regional district, which was -
made public and reviewed at the Aug.
7 meeting of the Regional Board of
Education at Jonathan Dayton.

There were a total of 47 incidents
of violence and/or vandalism commit-
ted in and around the regional high
schools during 1989-90, down from a
figure of 48- reported during the
1988-89 scb^ooTyear. _ ' _ _

The cost of these acts amounted to.
$3,672.24, which was slightly less
than the 1988-89 total of $3,725.90,
The 1989-90 academic term marks
the fourth consecutive year that the'
cost of violence and vandalism in' the
regional district has decreases!

In addition, the 1989-90 cost of
$3,672.24 is the lowest annual figure
reported since the district began to
record these statistics, starting with
the 1984-85 school year. .

"I am pleased to see that the costs
associated with violence and vandal-

~ismt in~our7district~have~decreased"
once again," remarked Dr. Donald
Morachnik, regional .district-superin-
tendent— of— schools,- -of— the-statc-
mandatcd, annual report.

"Over the past few years, wo have
taken various steps to attempt to
reduce the costs which stem from vio-
lence and vandalism. And, our school
principals have made the elimination

Dr. Raymond Huntington, founder
and president of J h e Huntington
Learning Center, recently reported
that failure is a learned habit and may'

Whcri public schools open this Sep-
tember, enrollments' in New Jersey
will rise for the first time in 18 years,
according to projections from the
State Department of Education.

The public school enrollment anti-
cipated for tho 1990-91 school year of
1,082,561 students represents an
increase of 6,556 over the enrollment
in 1989-90.

Compared with the year before, the
department's projections for this year
indicate that there will be ah increase
of more than 4,000 students entering
kindergarten alone, Pinkowski said.

Enrollments are continuing to
decline in grades 9-12, but ho said the
increasing enrollments in grades K-8
more than offset this decline.

1988-89.

Department projections call for
enrollments to continue increasing
throughout the 1990s. By 1999-2000,
the department projects a total public
school enrollment of 1,363,296, an
increase of 280,735 over the current
school year's projection. •

Along with.an increase.in births,
enrollment trends continue to indicate

children enrolled in public school all-
day kindergartens Will increase from
16,841 in 1989-9.0 to a projected
18,315 in 1990-91.

To accomodate tho increasing num-
ber of elementary students, school
districts have hired additional elemen-
tary school teachers. Last year, local
school districts employed 48,879
elementary school teachers statewide.
For 1990-91, the department expects
that number to grow 2.6 percent to
50,140. When school started in 1985,
New Jersey had counted 43,320

The average starting salary for
first-grade teachers irr 1989-90 was
$22,700 compared with $14,960.six
years, earlier. In September fl985.
New Jersey passed a.law mandating a
beginning teacher salary of at least
$18,500. The average starting salary
projected, for-1990-91 is $23,500.

Other statistiacs compiled by the
department show that- the proportion
of minority students in high school
graduating classes rose from 21.9 per-
cent in 1984-85 lo 24,1 percent in
1988-89.'

Today,
approximately 7 million voterans are 65 or older, a number that is expected to
swell to more than 9 million by tho year 2000.—— ~ .

With advancing age comes an increased number of chronic illnesses, diseases
and disabilities. Eighty percent of today's veterans who are 65 or older have at
least one chronlolJisoase, and SO percent bf-vetctans over 75 suffer1 from five or
more acute or chronic maladies. . — •

It is my conviction that, despite an already bone-thin budget, funds to study
-tho aging process and disesase that affect the elderly must remain a high Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs priority. Additional funding must h6 allocated to tho
VA's geriatric research, education and clinicaj_centers, where the VA scientists
are conducting geriatric research on such projects as Alzheimer's disease,
osteoporosis, blood-pressure regulation and the lrnmune=system function in
aging. While 25 geriatric centers are authorized by law, only 10 are in opera-
tion. Tho quality of life for all America's elderly Would bo improved by
increased VA research, and the need for costly, long-term medical and nursing
care would be reduced. .- "

I urge the Congress to appropriate adequate funds for geriatric research, more
nursing homes, and the programs and professional staff to care for aging
veterans. *~ .
