Renovations at Town
Hall nearly complete

The $1.8 million renovation work

that started months ago at Springfield
Town Hall is now nearing comple-
tion. Sometime in mid-December,
during the holiday season,'construc-
tion workers will finish the refurbish-
ment of Town Hall, which is designed'
to makothc building-more cost-
effective and modem in its interior.

Construction workers have worked
on Town Hall throughout the summer,
and according to Town Committee-
man Marc Marshall, tho project is .
"right on schedule" and. "on budget."

During tho summer, polico. head-
quarters was transferred to a mobile

' trailer parked outsido the municipal
building, as tho permanent police desk
and detective bureau" were renovated
to provide for additional space and
improved quarters. '

Police headquarters is still located
inside tho trailer, but in December, the
department will return to Town Hall.
Currently, workers' are installing a
new state-of-the-art console unit that
will enhance police radio and tele-
phone communication. Video camcr:

as are also being installed to provide
moro security in and around the white
municipal building.

The newly designed polico desk
has been made more customer-
oriented with tho addition of a service
window, which will allow people to
intorfaco directly with tho record ,
clerk's office.

Ttifc detective bureau is already
_ housed in its new location; 'inside tho

Town Hall basement, whero much of
the renovation was dono. Tho three-
man dopartment, formorly situated on
the first floor, is now located inside a
revamped and spacious downstairs
office.

Tho basement, onco unpainted and

often flooded, had-a-completo over-
haul, which included asbestos remov-
al from its walls and ceilings. An out-
of-servico indoor pistol range was
converted into moro furnished offices.
New lockers, photo labs, and evi-
dence and briefing rooms were added.
Under tho.renovation plan, a locker
room area for female officers was also
included, in tho event that women are
hired on tho police force.

Many of these structural changes in
the Polico Department, like renova-
tions to tho locker rooms and prison ,
cells, were mandated by county and
state regulations.

Much of the renovation work, such
as the installation of the heating and
air-conditioning system, was per-
formed during summer. The heating
and cooling system installations
amounted to the most extensive work
at Town Hall, since it involved major
excavation, consisting of the removal
of largo underground heating oil and
water tanks. New gas lines were •„
installed in the boiler room, wjicro
part of the excavation work was
performed.

Town Hall—has been converted
from oil to gas heat to make the build-
ing more energy, efficient and cost-
effective say the Township Commit-
tee members. The conversion makes
tho Township loss vulnerable to dras-
tic market fluctuations and supply dis-
ruptions of oil.

"The renovation work included the
installation of doublo-pan.cd windows .
to givo Town Hall moro insulation, to
further reduce energy costs. A
revamped ventilation system, consist-
ing of' redesigned air ducts, is

-expected to provido a greater flow of
air throughout tho municipal building.

Some renovation work was com- •
pletcd months ago, such as tho con-

struction of the handicapped access
ramp at the Hall's main entrance. This
access ramp, partially funded by a
Community Development Block
grant, was built to comply with new
legislation that requires handicapped
accessibility.

A sallyport, an enclosed cntrancc-
wny that leads directly from tho Police
Department to the sidewalk, was con-
structed to give officers greater sec-
urity in transporting prisoners.

Renovation work also involved
interior improvements to tho munici-
pal courtroom, its counsel chamber,
and tho public rcstroom. Next week,
new carpeting will be laid, one of the
final touches—to—the renovation
project.

Few structural changes were made
to Town Hall, however, in order to
preserve its elegant, traditional colp-
hial facade. The lost repair project of
this, magnitude occurred in 1957,
when several additions and alterations
were undertaken.

Among the cosmetic improve-
ments, the largo clock that is encased
in the tower facing Town Hall's main
entrance was recently activated after
several years of dormancy. The clock,
armless and damaged by water and
weather, was repaired with funds pro-
vided by tho Springfield American

igion Continental Post 228.

Tho Legion contracted with a
Mountainside electrician to put tho
clock in working order at an approxi-
mate cost of $2,000. Donald Aucr, the
Legion's finance officer, said this
work was done with a proviso that the
Township Committee will maintain
tho clock's operation.

Tho Township Committee is look-
ing forward to unveiling tho newly
renovated Town Hall, which Marshall
calls "a source of pride."

Doctor offers advise on
those who suffer from
illnesses of obsession

have ear infection problemsj

untreated can result in complete scar-

When the fictional Lady Macbeth

uttered her famous line, "Out, damned
spot! Out, I say!" and then proceeded
to wash and rcwash her hands, it was
understandable behavior. Sho had
been involved with murder.

Many olhor individuals, however,
have been compelled so repeatedly to
wash their hands and their bodies that
their behavior clearly is abnormal.
These patients, of course, have not
murdered anyone but suffer from an
illness called Obsessive-Compulsive
Disorder (OCD).

Psychiatrists used to think OCD
was a rare condition. Recent cpidc-
miologicnl studies indicate that a mild
form may-be—"relatively -common,"-
but the true number of people affected

•by OCD is unknown.
Researchers boliove that OCD is

linked to deficiencies of serotonin, a
chemical ncurotransmittor in the
brain.

Some obsessive or compulsive
trails are helpful for people in certain
professions: nursing, editing and
accounting come to mind as occupa-
tions demanding detailed work. But
when a passion for details takes over
people's lives to the extent that they

Such patients arc often intelligent
and capablo in-ovcry other area of
their lives. Even though they realize
thoir behavior is inappropriate, they
aro unablo to stop. This experience
creates a great deal of conflict around
them and within thorn.

These symptoms usually begin in
adolescence or early adulthood; men
and women arc about equally
affected. Sometimes, a person who
has obsessive-compulsive traits will
develop tho psychiatric disorder after
a trauma, such as rape or robbery. It is
a victim's technique for dealing with
anxiety.

Psychotherapy- for such individuals
has always been difficult and treat-
ment has often failed to produce sig-
nificant change. Therefore, two medi-
cations made available recently,
namely Prozac and Anafranil, aro
important additions to tho treatment
regimen. Although both arc anti-
dopressants, they relievo OCD symp-
toms directly, not only by relieving
depression. _1 ... .,.!._'

NJ. aims to clean

A resolution memorializing Con-
gress and tho President to appropriate
funds for tho Clean Lakes program
was recently approved by tho General
Assembly.

Young children in particular,
up to about ago six, seem more prone
to repeated car infections for several
reasons.

Their immune systems aro imma-
ture — not fully developed — and so
it's more difficult to fight off infec-
tion. They often havo allergies that
irritate their respiratory system. They
may havo enlarged adenoids. Their
oustachian tubes — which run from
the middle ear to the throat — aro also
shorter, straightcr and more horizon-
talthan older children's, so that when
a child gets a throat infection, for
example, it's more likely to get into
tho ear. As per child grows, tho shape

_>f tho head changes and tho eustac-
hian tube elongates, diminishing thc
problem. '"

Inflammation of tho middle car
cavity, known as otiu's media, is the
most frcquontly cited reason for
repeated visits to tho pediatrician. Tho
inflammation occurs when bacteria
from the back of tho nose travel up tho
custachian tube to tho middle oar.

Fluid can build up bching tho ear-
drum, putting pressure on it unless tho
custachian tubes do not do thoir jolrof
draining tho fluid from tho middle oar.
A child may try repeated swallowing
or yawning to ease tho pressure, parti-
cularly if tho earache is not that
painful.

If tho problem does not clear up,
howover, or if a child has frequent
earaches, up to 30 percent of thc
child's hearing may bo temporarily
lost because tho fluid build-up prom-
otos tho growth of bacteria and forma-,
tion of dead white cells, both of which
irritate tho eardrum.

•For.a child with frequent or
antibiotlc-rcsistont car infection or
whoso fluid buildup does not clear up,
tho physician may suggest putting
pressure-equalization tubes in the,
youngster's ears to assist tho oustac-
hian tubes.

Tho tiny tubos — called lympanos-
tomy tubes — aro inserted in an out-_
patient surgical procedure thaT
requires about 20 minutes. Tho child
is placed under general anaesthesia
while tho physician drains tho fluid
from the oar and inserts tho tubos into
each eardrum.

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A greater number of'New Jersey
senior citizens and disabled individu-
als on low and fixed income would
become eligible for a state discount
prescription drug * program, under
terms of legislation recently approved
by the Assembly Appropriations Sub-
committee on Governmental Opera-
tions, Public Investments and
Finance. . -

The legislation, a committee subsli-
t u t e for
A-2905/3057/3140/438/1241/30O3/2
531/1206/2589/3196, would modify
the income requirements for the Phar-
maceutical Assistance to the Aged
and Disabled (PAAD) Program.

Assemblywoman -Stephanie R.
Bush (D-Essex), one of the sponsors

of the measure, explained that the cur-
rent annual income eligibility limits
for PAAD are $13,650 for single per-
sons and $16,750 for married persons.

"We have reached a point where
the current eligibility requirements no
longer adequately reflect the needs of
PAAD participants," Bush said.

Disable individuals and seniors
over 65 years of age who meet those

income limits pay just $2 to fill a pre-
scription. The stale pays the remain-
ing cost and a processing charge to the
pharmacist.

"The program has been instrumen-
. tal in assisting over 200,000 needy

state residents obtain—prescription
drugs," said Assemblyman Fred Scer-
ni (D-Atlantic), another sponsor.

"This legislation would make it

possible for approximately 30,000
more who are under similar income
constraints to obtain the benefit," ho
said.

Assemblywoman Marlcne Lynch
Ford (D-Occan) noted that the income
eligibility levels have been in place
since 1987, "and have not been
adjusted since to reflect cost of living
changes in Social Security- benefits."

Not For Nothing
I hanksgiving, the great American holiday, is here. Yet

the people of New Jersey are, in general, in an ugly mood.
There is no need, at this time, to list reasons — it's about eco-
nomics and politics, and all that those things entail. But when
this sort of ugliness rises among the people, especially during a
holiday season, a certain grouchiness makes itself apparent.
Arid grouches, we know, tend to say cynical things, like, "So
what's there to be thankful for?"

Well, for one, Czechoslovakia. It was a year ago, on Nov.
17, that tens of thousands of .students marched, without a per-
mit, on Wenceslaus Square in Prague, to protest the stifling
Communist regime. The police began beating the students with
truncheons. The students took photographs and made video-
tapes of the bloody beatings. They showed their families and
fellow students. They showed their~proTessors and the out-
lawed intellectuals. The schools and the movie theaters shut
down their other functions, in order to show the students' vid-
eotapes, allow the" intellectuals to speak, and to hold wide open
public forums where anyone could speak on the intolerable
situation.

The students took the photos and videos to the factories,
docks and fields, to show the different groups of workers. The
students and their older supporter's knew that the workers were
the key: if the workers joined with the students the regime was
in deep, trouble. A Communist leader went to harangue one
group of workers concerning the wicked, subversive students.
The workers started shouting "Resign."

The whole nation picked up the one-word declaration. One
week after the protest at Wenceslaus Square, on Nov. 24, the
entire government rulership, all Communists, resigned.

"So what's all that to me?" a holiday grouch might snap.
It's a matter of freedom: freedom to have representative

government; freedom to travel and change employment; free-
dom to be a grouch; freedom to answer grouches, and so forth.
It's like a club or an army — the larger the membership, the
stronger the organization. Czechs and Slavs are now freer to
make contributions to civilization, contributions from which
we can benefit.

The revolution in Czechoslovakia, as well as the other East-
ern European revolutions of 1989, also signifies an undeniable
thaw in the Cold War. Mikhail Gorbachev's reform program in

. the Soviet.Union certainly helped.make the Prague revolution
possible and successful. The people knew that Moscov/s
chains had weakened. Although they knew too that there was
danger, ancTtliaTgreat courage w"as neede37they had reason to
believe that there would be no Russian tanks, no repeat of
1968.

Despite the current economic woes of the Soviet Union,
Eastern Europe and the United States, the world is a better
place for the improvement in East-West relations. This thaw is
a great historical turning point. The two superpowers are now
closer to being allies than ever before since they became the
two superpowers. This may well be the step forward that the
shrunken and threatened world needs in its struggle 7— which is
to say, our struggle — for self-preservation.

That's something to be thankful for.
And there are other things to be thankful for, even things that

relieve grouchiness, like good music, good food, family and
friends. • ' •

Take a Breath
1 here is also the Clean Air Act of 1990, that the Presi-

dent signed into law last week, to be thankful for. That is, pro-
vided the law does not become a paper tiger through weak
enforcement.

Acid rain, urban smog and toxic chemical emissions are the
primary targets of the act, which is the first addition to the
Clean Air Act of 1977. For thirteen years the federal govern-
ment has, basically, looked the other way while the quality of
what we breathe has worsened. But surely breathing is a perti-
nent national, and local, issue. Now Geroge Bush has led us on
a struggling but significant advance in our fight tp reclaim our
air. It is a forward-looking law, with our descendants in mind
as well as ourselves. We should indeed be thankful — and will
be on some future Thanksgiving Day — if the new law is as
strong as it seems.

To combat the agony of sciatica
By DR. CASEY LEE

With 80 percent of Americans suf-
fering from lower back pain at some
point in their lives, the expression
"Oh, my aching back',' may bo more
literal than cjiche. And for about half
of those afflicted, the pain is accom-
panied by sciatica.

A vague term, sciatica describes
pain any where "along the sciatic nerve,
from the lower back to any part of one
or both' legs. The largest nerve in the
body, it originates from the lower
back above the pelvis and then divides
down the bock of each leg.

Most often, in about 70 to 80 per-
cent of cases, sciatica is not caused by
irritation of the nerve itself. It occurs
frequently from a sprain or strain of
the lower back. Other causes arc
arthritis of the spine or sprained

hamstring muscles of the thigh. About
20 to 30 percent of the cases can be
attributed to a herniatcd disk com-
pressing on the sciatic nervo itself.

Most of tho time, regardless of the
reason, tho pain will subside within
two to six weeks. Even tho sciatic
symptom caused by a ruptured disk
may rcsolvo itself without surgery.
That is why it is important to wait at

least six weeks or more before investi-
gating further, unless, of course, there
is an acute situation, such as paralysis,
which is rare.

Usually, during the" initial two to
six weeks', the best treatment is rest,
restriction of strenuous activity and
application of oithcr heat or cold, fol-
lowed by special exercises.

A careful program of excrciso is
especially important. After the acute

period and pain diminishes, follow a
specific excrciso program tailored to
your particular circumstance by your
physician.,

N o n - p r o s c r i p t i o n a n t i -
inflammatory medications, including
aspirin, are helpful. But two types of
medications available by prescription
are actually harmful —•, pain killers

_!hat_contam_narcotics_and_musclc_
relaxors such as Valium..

Both of these affect the central
nervous system, causing a,feeling of
depression. The person with pain
already feels depressed about the situ-
ation and certainly docs not need any
medications that add to the feeling.

In about half of the cases caused by
irritation of the nerve, tho cause is not
known. But even_when the pain is
chronic, conservative treatment is
best.

Sometimes surgery is recom-
mended if there is no improvement
after about six to ten weeks of pain. If
surgery is contemplated, the causo
should bo pinpointed with various
tests such as CT scans; magnetic reso-
nance imaging (MRI); or myelogra-
phy, an x-ray of tho spinal cord after
tho injection of a dye.

However, most of the time activity
modjfipation, employment adjust-
ments such as not lifting heavy
objects, a proper exercise program,
and tho correct medication will
relieve sciatica.

We are not only about retirement

If you're like most people, you

think of retirement when you think of
Social Security. But, Social Security
is much more that just retirement bon-
cfits. Social Security is a package of
protection. In addition to retirement

, benefits, there's also survivor and dis-
ability insurance benefits. It protects
you and your family whilo you work
and after you retire. Social Security
doesn't replace all of your income
from work, which stops or is reduced
because of your retirement, disability,
or death. But, it's a base you can build
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on, now and in the future, with other
insurance and investments.

Part of your Social Security taxes
also pays for Medicare hospital insur-
ance, which pays a good part of the
cost of hospital care for people 65 and
over and certain disabled people.

If you become severely disabled
- aild can't Work for a year or longer,

you may get disability benefits. Tho
average monthly benefit for a worker
who becomes disabled in 1990 is
about $570. The cxadt amount of your
benefit would depond on your ago and
your earnings over the past years.

Your spouse and children may also
get benefits it you become disabled.

Your family could collect monthly
survivor benefits if you should die.
Tho average survivor benofit for a
family of three or more is $1173 in
1990. Social Security will provide a
steady monthly income to you and
your family when you retire.
Although full rate benefits are cur-
rently payable at 65, you con get
reduced benefits as early as 62.

In the future, Social Security bene-
fits will continue to increase. Once
you become eligible forbenefits.they

will increase each year with tho cost
of living.

How to preserve farmland inheritances
"Where there's a will, there's a

way," tho adage says.
The same statement takes on a

whole now moaning those days in
terms of figuring out how to leave
property to our heirs without making
it necessary for them to sell tho land to
pay the Inheritance taxes.

Too few people planning bequests
recognize the possible tax booby-
traps which can make thoir well-
meant plans turn into a tragic joke.

• For that matter, so do too few
lawyers! . . •

One of tho best ways to keep (ho
farm in the family is to word the will
so as to prohibit or reduce its future
allowable development. This cuts tho
land's market value, and also the
inheritance tax. ;

Hore at tho New Jersey Conserva-.
lion Foundation (NJCF), wo special-
ize in saving open space, so we've
become expert at pointing folks in the
right direction so that their wishes will
come true.

We all keep trying, as we should, to
provide a reasonably high-quality life
for our grandchildren. New Jersey's

farmland preservation law is a valiant
attempt by state government to keep
some of the Garden State green. But
it's not enough.

We know from tho beginning of the
state farmland program in tho early
1980's that buying farmland or its
development rights from landowners
in tho path of spreading suburbia was
going to bo financially difficult. And
so it has been; $50 million came in an
initial bond issue, with another $50
million last year.

Together, both issues may save
25,000 acres permanently. That repre-
sents about 3 percent of what's
needed to guarantee preservation of
enough land to save the identity of tho
"Garden State."

Now financing mechanisms are
going to bo needed, as well as new
methods. Some of tho concepts are in
place in some locations, like transfer-
ring development potential from rural
places to townscapos so that new
buildings wind up adjacent to where
buildings already are, next to sewers,
roads and other public services; or
establishing voluntary clustering

-arrangements between rural and more-

urban properties, either by cash or by
devoiopment transfer.

In Plainsboro, for example, it's
now possible for a group of farmland
owners to get together to combine all
tho potential housing units for six
farms on just one of those farms, thus
restricting further development on tho
remaining five.

Another idea: Limited development
plans can allow for minor subdivi-
sions of 20 to 50 acres which are'
deed-restricted through conservation
or farmland preservation easements to
one unit per lot. That's worked in sev-
eral places.

These concepts and more are
reported in a now book just published
by NJCF, which I servo as executive
director, called "Farmland Preserva-
tion: Public/Private Partnership." It's
available for $"12 by writing to us at
300 Mendham Road, Morristown,
N.J. 07960.

Also in the book are tho estate plan-
ning ideas I alluded to above, They
turn out to be landsayers. Here at
NJCF, where open space acquisition
is a way of life, we constantly run Into
situations where famllles-don't-pre--

pare wills — and don't plan for deal-
ing with estate taxes. Tho result is the
sale of the family farm to pay the
taxesI

Even worse, language in wills often
forces executors to try to got tho high-
est price for estate lands, which often
precludes open space solutions that
might involve easemot donations. A
simple change of wording in your will
can fix all of that.

Business group sounds alarm
about misleading credit pitch

The Better Business Bureau (BBB)
is warning consumers to be aware of a
credit card otter that promises an
instant line of $2400 credit

Flyers promoting the offer, which
guarantees credit regardless of past
history, have been distributed
throughout Northern New Jersey. The
flyers have the logos of two major
credit cards. Visa and MastaCanJ,
and a third card called the VGold
Card." BBB President Joel Wein says
when pcoplo read the flyer they think
it promises a Gold Visa or Gold
MasterCard with a $2,500 credit line.

"Consumers must be aware of tho
hidden costs in the offer Trom an
unnamed subsidiary of American Sec-
urity Financial," says Wein. "It can

• cost them $60 or more just to go
through a three step application pro-
cess to find out they are not getting the

credit card they expected."
To obtain further information about

the offer, a call must be made to a 900
telephone number-which costs $ 1.99"
per minute. Callers can request a kit,
which includes an application that
will be processed at a cost to the appl-
icant of $49.99.

According to complaints received
by the BBB, approved applicants are
sent the Gold Card, a piece of card-
board with a gold stripe, and a mail
order catalog. The Gold Card can only
be used to order $2400 of merchan-
dise from the catalog.

Deciding whether
the trip was primarily business or ple-
asure can be a tough call, but the
amount of time you spend on each
activity is often an important deter-
mining factor. If you spend moro than
half your time at business, tho trip can
generally bo said to bo primarily for
business. But be sure you can docu-
ment your claim with accurate records
ol' your business activities.

If, as it turns out, your trip is pri-
marily for pleasure, nono of your
travel expenses to and from your des-
tination arc deductible — even if you
conduct some business at your desti-
nation. But you may still deduct any
business-related expenses associated
with the business activity.

Different rules apply if your busi-
ness destination takes you outside the
United States. If you travel overseas
and the entire time is spent on busi-
ness activities, you may deduct your
traveling costs, as well as your lodg-
ing and meals costs (subject to the 80
percent limitation). However, if your
trip was primarily for business pur-
poses, but you took part in some non-
business activities, you may have to
allocate your travel costs (including
meals and lodging enroute) between
your business and pleasure activities.
Suppose you have business to conduct
in Switzerland. You wrap up a few
deals sooner, than you expected and
then decide you couldn't possibly
leave without experiencing the Swiss
Alps. If you calculate that you spent
30 percent of your trip on the slopes,
IRS regulations would normally allow
you to deduct only 70 percent of your
transportation and lodging costs. But
there ore exceptions to this rule.

If you spend seven days or less out-
side the United Stales, you may
deduct the total cost of travel to and
from your destination regardless of
how much time you spend on busi-
ness, provided tho primary reason for

your trip was business. (In calculating
the number of days do not count the
day you left the United States but'
count the day you return.) So if your
employer asks you to attend your divi-
sion's one-day soles meeting in Lon-
don and you decide to stay an extra
five days enjoying the sights and visit-
ing the theater, you may still deduct
(he total amount of your travel
expense. Of course, your expenses for
lodging and meals during the pleasure
portion of your trip are not deductible.

Well, I have a
great one to share — it's Snmantha's
at 440 North Avenue East in

Samantha's, named after its

delightful owner Julio Rubinetti's
new granddaughter, opened about 7
months ago and has already gathered
a remarkable word-of-mouth follow-
ing.

,,. The interesting specials that are
featured daily arc tho real highlights
of the menu. Julio recommended wo
try the house favorite, Chicken
Samimlhii ($12.50), and wo wcro not
at all disappointed. Tho dish was an
eclectic combination of tender, sliced
chicken breast and fresh jumbo
shrimp served over a bod of spinach In

eolate Mousse ($2.75), made with a
creamy, dark chocolate.

Julio thanked us himself for coin-
ing, and we thanked him — it was our
pleasure. I assured him I would return
soon.

With its excellent food, large por-
tions, casual but charming atmo-
sphere, and moro than reasonable
prices, Samantha's is one-restaurant
that definitely won't be a secret for
very long.

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Actor inspired
by exhaustive
role on stage

Just Ihc other day, the cast and staff

and crew at the Paper Mill Playhouse,
Millbum, celebrated the 68lh birthday
of one of its current stars, George S.
Irving. And Irving, who plays Sir to
Robert Johanson's Cocky in "The
Roar of the Greasepaint, the Smell of
the Crowd," was thrilled and
overjoyed.

"They had a huge birthday cako for
me," he says during a recent chat.
"Krista Stanley, the wife of Mark
Stanley, the lighting designer, made
the cake in the shape of the whole
stage setting. It was the most extraor-
dinary thing you .ever saw," Irving
cxclaiius happily.' "They were all so
dear!" ..,

Irving, who is not unfamiliar with
the Paper Mill Playhouse, appeared
there as a chorus boy in 1942 during a
season of "Vagabond King," "Babes
in Toyland" and "Robin Hood."
. "And," ho recalls, "I came back to

the Paper Mill in the 1960s to play in
'Peter Pan' with Betsy Palmer.

"This is the second lime this year
I've appeared in this theater. Early
this year, I nppcared as Panisse with
Jose Ferrer in 'Fanny.' He's really a
remarkable man. Joe and I used to vis-
it the Millbum Deli to Buy a container
of soup, then cut it between matinees
before, lying down for our respective
naps," Irving laughs. "After all, we're
not getting any younger, you know."

The actor has a great fondness for
the Paper Mill. "It's a wondcrfuLthca-
ter," he says. "It has a wonderful man-
agement. They do very interesting
things here.

"And as you must know, this play,
'The Roar of the Greasepaint,' is a-
most oxhuusting show, particularly
when you have to do it eight times a
week. And it's a different kind of a
show — really, with two main
characters."

As many people are confused about
its theme, Irving was asked for his-
interpretation. "W611," ho chuckles,
"it has a lot of to do about a little
something. It's about the good guys
and the bad guys and how the world
turns out. And in the end, they all
learn how to pull together.

"Originally," ho explains,'"when
Leslie"Bricusse and Anthony Nowloy
wrote it more than a quarter of a cen-
tury ago, they were a couple of hungry

" young guys in England. And they
based their play on the British class
system.

"I remember when I appeared as
the Marquis in 'Me and My Girl' at
New York City Opera, I learned from
a visitor that despite the British plays'
themes, the British class system is
alive and well."

In this play, Irving says, "The score
is marvelous.. There are beautiful
songs in it. And Robert Johanson is a
brilliant man...as an actor and as a
director. When I did 'Fanny' for him,

. I realized I wanted to work with him"
in the future. He's such a brainy kid!
The amazing thing is that he really
had his hands full taking on two jobs

— as actor and as director. And he
never once lost his temper. This play
is so difficult to stage. He's a marvel-
ous man. It's really a privilege to
work with him."

Even though Irving has played the
Paper Mill so many times,1 he says, "I
really have no recollection of the old
theater which bumed down. I know
it's a much more modem theater now,
however. But," he grins, "the dressing
rooms are exactly the same. They'll
never change them now. But when
you have a great part you never really
sec that dressing room.

"This theater is quite fantastic. Now
Jersey is lucky to have such a place.
It's first rate! They go all out to make
this one of the most professional thea-
ters in the country. Do you know that
the Dragon in one of the scenes hero
cosrt $14,000? And the theater is much
more comfortable than many Broad-
way theaters in which I appeared. It
deserves all the support it can get."

Irving, who has appeared in more
theaters than he can count more than
three quarters of his life, was bom in
Springfield, Mass. "I left there when I
was 17," he says, "went to drama
school in Boston. And I also studied
singing. I spent the year there and then
I went to work. The Schubcrts 'gave
me a beer mug and a map and I toured
with the national company of "The
Student Prince.1 I just toured and
toured. It was a good break for a
19-year-old boy. I saw the whole

country.
"Right after that, I appeared in the

original company of 'Oklahoma!' on
Broadway. Then I went right into the
Army and spent 2'A years in the South
Pacific, the Philippines and with the
occupational troops in Koroa."

After his military stint, Irving
appeared in Harold Rome's "Call Me
Mister." "Rome camo to see me in
'Fanny' at the Paper Mill," Irving
recalls. "He was delighted with the
entire production." .

Then the actor played in "Gentle-
men Prefer Blondes" on Broadway
with Carol Charming. "Carol was a
wonderful lady," he recalls. "She was
smart as a whip. She was such a good,
solid performer and a good, warm,
kindly girl.">

In VTovarich" on Broadway, he co-
starrcd..wilh Vivien Leigh, "a highly
professional lady. She was so kind
and so nice, and wo worked liko
demons. Vivien was easy to get along
with, so professional, so prepared...a
fascinating lady and extremely bcauti-

t ful...really good to work with."
When Irving appeared on Broad-

way with Liv Ullman in "I Remember
Mama," he found that she also was
"very professional and vory nice. I
knew this in rehearsal and in perfor-
mance. Liv was a very interesting
woman with a marvelous face and
marvolous oyes!"

He won a Tony Award for his per-
"~ formanco in "Irene" with Debbie Rey-

nolds on Broadway. "Debbie," he
muses, "was tlio most daring and gut-
sy as well as a wonderful woman. She
