The course is operated by two busi-
ness men in Union who wish to give
to the residents of Union and sur-
rounding communities the utmost i n '
miniature golf. No expense has been
spared in putting in this course and"
it is conceded by those who saw last
night's play that it is very fascinat-
ing.

Each Wednesday evening all those
who are able to play, will be eligible
to try to win a handsome prize do-
nated by the owner for the lowast
score. Each night a smaller prize
will bo awarded for the best score
of that night . .
