State Cpmmlssioner of Motor Vehicles
Many Inquires received at the Tren-

ton offices or the Department of Mo-
tor Vehicles and at license bureaus
throughout.the State Indicate the need
for a brief, cohclse summary of some
of the more Important changes in the
motor vehicle laws passed by the
Legislature and made law by the sig-
nature of Governor Larson. .

An Important change has been made
with regard to autoriioblle lights. Un-
derthe new law, the commissioner of
motor vehicles is authorized to issue
regulat'lons pertaining to • lights on
linotor vehicles. The law provides that
all -m'oter vehicles must be equipped
with one or m îre spare lamps or lamp
bulbs of a suitable type to make rej

placements, and If a person who Is ap-
prehended because of a burned»out or
defective lamp la able to make a re-
placement: or repair when and: where
apprehended,, It shal) be' prlma fade
.evidence of his Intention to comply
with the. law and no complaint shall
be: made against him.

The new liiw provides for the IBSU-
ance of a conditional license and. stip-
ulates that If a persoin to whom such'
(i. cphditlonal license has been Issued
shall fail! to 'comply with the condi-
tions,' he or she,shall be subject to a
fine of $jp6',.

No. 16 in "Decisive Battles"
Croasy's "Fifteen Decisive Battles

of the World". Is a classic. But It was
written long .before the World war
and now there Is No. 10 to be added
to tho list. It Is the, second Hnttle of
tho Mnrne, which begun on the morn-
ing of Jujy .18, 11)38, and It pavpd tho
way for Allied victory. From that time
onward until November 11, 1018; when
.tho..Ar.n)lstlce_was-Slgned,-tho,Gernian-
inltlatlve which - had existed from
'August, 1014, ceased to he and the
Germans were placed on tho defensive
uud kept thuru.

Dnder tho cover of a storm which
raged during the night of July 17, tho
AUIod forces were mobilized In the
wooded area known as the Forest of
Vlllers-Cotterets. They were tho Amor-
Ican First division, composed of the
lilgliteentli, Twenty-eighth, Slstecnt 1),
nnd Twenty-sixth regiments, '.ho Amer-
ican Second division, composed of the
Fifth and Sixth marines' and Ninth
and Twenty-third Infnntry of the reg-
ular nrmy, and the crack Moroccan
division of General Mangln's French
army. 'Behind In reservo were two
Frencli divisions, placed' there be-
cause Foch nnd Potaln Were not cer-
tain of. the'.ability of the: Americans to
handle the job. Incidentally, they
were not needed.

Preceded by a henvy artillery^ fire,
the Americans and (he Moroecnns
Jumped off on the morning of July ]8.
By the evening of July 1' the Second
division had advanced six fnlles, had
enptured moro than 8,000 prisoners
and had suffered Its heaviest casual-
ties. It was then withdrawn. Tho
First division also had suffered Its
heaviest casualties of the war, losing
about 7,f>00 men, but It was not re-
lieved untlJ tho night of July 22. The
First was commanded In this bnttle by
Gen. Robert Lee. Bullnrd, later com-
mander of tho American Second nrmy,
and the Second was commanded by
Gen. James G. Darbord.
