Tho oxporloncod motoi 1st shows up

badly In accldont Statistics. Nino out
of o\oiy ton of the 3?,500 poisons kill-
ed In automobile accidents In tho
Vnitod States lat.1 year woro the vic-
tims of cli Ivors who had moro than
ti join's experience, bohlnd the whool,
and. 07 out of every 100 fatalllJes in-
vohed a dihoi ovoi tho ago of IS,
accident statistics disclose

From reports of slates, iictuarlos of
tho Travelcis Insuianco Company
ha\o compiled ditta showing that per-
sona with loss than throe months of
dilvlng cxpoilonco were Involved In
only 2! per cent of tho fatalities and
not quite 2 per cent of tho non-fatal
accidents Involving noaily 1,200,000"
cais Operators of cars with exper-
leneo between thieo and six months
figuied In 1 por cent of tho fatalitlos
and 1 per cent of tho nonfatal mis-
haps. Di Ivors with from six months
to a year of experience were Involved
in appioxlmately 2 per cent of the
fatalities and also the non-fatal acci-
dents.

More than 29,000 of the deaths dur-
ing tho yoar, It is shown by the study,
Involved drivers of experience, whilo
more than 1.100,000 cars In non-fatal
accidents wore operated by experienc-
ed drivers. Even in the states which
require tho licensing of operators, 2
por cont of the deaths involved dri-
vers unablo to show a license, with 1
-per-oent-of-trhe-oaFB-ln-non-fatal-aeol-
dents also Involving unlicensed dri-
vers. Koports Indicate that one out
of every 50 cars Involyod in deaths
was drlvon by a peraon not a resldont
of tho state in which the accident
occurred, while threo put of overy 200
cars in non-fatal accidents also in-
volved non-resident drlvors.

Drivers botwoon the ages of 18 and
21 last yoar figured In mom than 30

per cent of the accidents in which
peisons woie klllod and In about one
Tom th of tho mishaps resulting in
Injuiles Opoiators between tho ages
of 25 and 51 figured In noaily CO por
cont of the fatal accidents and In ap-
proximately seven out of every ten
of tho non-fatal mishaps Drlvors
over the ago of 55 uero Involved In
moro than 6 por cent of tho fatal ac-
cidents and In 4 per cont of the mis'
haps producing lnjtirlos.

Records Indicato that men ivoro bo-
hind the whool In 03 out of every 100
cars In accidents, with woman being
tho drivers In the remaining seven
Whllo ilieso figures may or may not
bo Indicative of tho ratio of men dri
vera to womon drivers, male drivers
woio behind the wheel In 94 per con
of the cars In fatal accidents and
women in the lemainlng 6 per cont.
Mon operated 93 per cent of the cars
In non-fatal accidents and women
per cent. Whether the hotter record
ol womon di Ivors as to fatalities Is
due tp better driving or not being
behind tho whoel for as many miles
as mon on the average, Is not Indicat-
ed by the records,

Approximately 77 per cent of all the
motor vehicles In accidents were cars
of the private passenger type, though
BUCII cais represented 87 per'cent of
tho total motor vehicle registration
in tho country. Private passenger
-oai B-la&t-year-w-ere-involved-in-more-
than 78 per cent of the fatal accidents
and in 77 per cont of tho non-fatal
mishaps. Tho commercial car, exclud-
ing tho taxi and omnibus comprised
11 per cent of all motor vehicles in
accidents, and with Its percentage of
total registration leas than 13 por
rent It was Involved in 1C per cont of
the fatal mishaps and in 11 per cent
•of tho non-fatal accidents.
