_hiid heon Imrn and itt Hie ngc of twen-
ty-throe, after o Oral) sci lea of ap-
prenticeships n~s groiory dork, hud
Biicceede"d~Ilinrnist)]nff a Phil service
examination nncl taken nn the position
of mall carrier, whiih ho hud held
ever fclnee. To lie sure, his route had
(•mineral from irmp—tirTlme; hut-even—jjrnilTintly—1
those changes hnd been unremarkable.
Cyrus iisod to comment upon the fact
that In nil his years In the service, his
territory had heen confined to within
four square miles

Tho dream helped the tedium. Tt
was the kind of dream fostoied In
tho henits of thousands and hundreds
of thousands like him, caught In tho
treadmill of routine.

Make New Lawns in
Fall Advise Authorities

There are two good seasons In which
to sow grass seed, authorities say,
One is late August and early Septem-
ber. The other is early spring as soon
as the frost is out of the ground and

nnl) Is rlry onnngh tn hn worked
Kail needing, However, has several" -dullest

advantages over spring seeding, par-
ticularly in the northern half of the
United States. Weather Is more fav-
orable to planting in the fall, Grass
seed germinates more quickly and,
with proper plant food, the grass will
develop strong roots before winter
comes and grow during the spring In-
to a thick, beautiful turf.

Here is the method recommended
by expert gardeners as the easiest,
most economical method of making'
your new lawn now, Pjepare the seed
bed b,y spading and plowing; then cul-
tivate the ground Into a pulverized
surface, free of lumps. Before plant-
ing the seed, rake lightly but thor-
oughly Into the. soil four pounds of
complete plant food to every hundred
square feet. Then sow grass seed of
a variety suitable for your community.
Your local seed dealer's reoommenda-
1lon will bo reliable as to the best
mixture for you to use. Sow the seed
ovenly, then roll the surfaco lightly to
bring the soil In contact with the seed
Water the soil frequently, using a
fino spray until tho grass is big
enough to mow.

Tho amount of pfant food you have
applied will be sufficient to asuuro the
grass in your lawn a squaro meal dur-
ing tho fall season. It will enable tho
grass to develop a strong root system
before winter comes, tho bost lnsur
anco you can havo against winter kill-
ing.
