An ordinance 1 educing the salary of
Township Clerk Robert D Treat from
S2,ooo to ^i,?oo per year, was passed on
second and final reading by the Township
Committee Monday night The ordinance
was rurLcd b> one dissenting vote of
Committccmah George B Gaskill, sole
Demon at, who leaned to recommendations
of the Springfield Taxpayers Association to
cut the salary to < 1,000

Fdward Cardinal, Sr, John E Gunn,
Fdkar 1 A Conley and Thomas J Hankins,
fr, president of the taxpayers gioup, spoke
for taxpayers In addition to the position
of Cleik, Treat is also secretary of the
Board of Health at a salary of $450 Both
aie pait-time jobs

A large group of taxpayers and other
cituens attended the meeting

In defending the >i,soo salary, Charles
S Cannon, committee chairman said* the
ordinance had leceivcd "full consideration"
He intimated a combination of jobs to ef-
fect further economies was being consid-
ered but said he did not want "to upset the
applecart at this time" unless taxpayers de-
manded it, as plans had not yet been com-
pleted He said a saving of ^1,500 to $1,-
Soo in municipal positions was anticipated
for 1033

Following passage of the ordinance on
first reading several weeks ago it had been
declared by Committeeman Alfred G.
Trundle, finance chairman, that the act was
'not entirely an economy measure" and
that the clerk s work had decreased after
completion of assessments for the sanitary
sewer system The salary was raised sever-
al years ago from ^1,500 to ^2,000 due to
the increased amount of work attached to
the office

Cannon denied at the meeting that the
work had materially decreased Gabriel
Larsen, formei •chanman of the Township
Committee, lauded Treat's organization and
said, \ 011 will icldom find that a man's
work decreases as he holds the job "

The taxpavers spokesmen recognized
Treat's abilitv, but thought M^so 'ample'
for part-tinu jolis Conley estimated $i,-
Qt;o was "mote thin thico-quarters of the
men in this 100m leceivc a year for full
time jobs '

Ilankins said taxpayers had not known
