new horticultural class at Regional
High School, virtually assured" oi'•
jobs upon graduation, the Regional
Board-of 'Education, is-looking to-
ward increasing ^facilities of .the
course. . . .
.rP.ohitlngj_out_thcrc_ls"_a definite
demand- for farm,- nursery * and
greenhouse workers willi practical
training, James Duguld, chairman.of
Uie board's building committee'sub-
mitted tentative plans Wednesday
night foij a combination greenhouse,
classroom and Workshop structure
_that_would provide facilities for
practical experience'of those taking
the special • course.

'Duguld reported that in connec-
tion with study of tentative plans-
for" tlie greenhouse building tlio
committee considered the employ-'
ment question, and is convinced'
pupils will have little or no diffi-
culty securing positions upon com-
pletion of the horiculture and Inorl-
"gultare studies. • - L.

The structure recommended by
tho building committee would bo
36x125 feet. Approximately 50x30
feet would be devoted to the green-
house, and the rest would contain a
workshop, classroom, . preparation,
room for plants and nursery stock,
lockers' and showers.
