-prices-skyrocketed, and one enter-
prising realtor even started to. sub-
divide an ancient cemetery into
townlots.

The town has no sewer system,
the tiny municipally-owned water
plant is totally inadequate, and^he"
community treasury is so broke
that it can't oven pay t,he salary ol
a town marshal, although a-govern-
ment payroll of more than $75,000
is' now cashed every week at the
town's bank. The boom has spread
to Jeffersonville, 12 miles away, and
to New Albany, 18 "rniies distant,
where housing can't be htuTtor Jove
or money.'
