A $13,034 surplus will lead to a
$7,606 drop In the amount to be
raised by taxation for operation of
Regional High-School. The Regional-
Board of Education—Wednesday
night approved a budget calling for.
the raising of $70,726. The 1940-41
budget provided for raising of
$78,232.

The total appropriations in tho
proposed 1941-42 budget are $176,-
860, as compared to $175,283 this
year. The surplus and $92,200 an-
ticipated revenue bring the amount
to be met by the six participating
municipalities to thif"$70?/2~6~nguro.

Cause of tho shortage is twofold:
1. Lack of sufficient zinc smelting

2. Shortage of brass manufacture
Ing facilities.

Cooling a House in Summer.

W INDOWS on the,'sunny side of
the house should ^e .protected

against the heat of the sun. Awn-
ings do not- always help, for some
kinds confine heated air against the
windows. Air under an awning will
be heated and should be permitted
to escape before the heat can pass
through to tberoom:—Outside Vene-
tian blinds are an advantage over
canvas awnings in this regard, for
while they cut off the direct heat of
the sun, they permit the free escape-
of air from underneath. ,

For ventilation in a room, win-
dows should be opened both at the
top and at Ihe bottom: Heated air
under the ceiling of a room can'then
pass out through the. upper part of
the window opening and will~be re-
placcd by outdoor air drawn In
through the lower part Neither
opening-should be-covered-by-cur--
tains ~or shades, for these impede
the flow of ajr, '

tlon. For comfort, air should be in
circulation.

An electric fan arranged to blow
out through the open upper part of a
window will draw in outdoor air .

. Slippery Floors.
Question: We have an old farm-

house with oak flooring. When we
wax it, the floor Is too slippery, as—
we use hooked rugs. Can you tell
us how to treat it, so that it will
not be~too dily~5r "sllpperyT

Answer: Too many coats of wax
and heavy applications of wax most
frequently cause extreme slipperl-
ness. Wax should be applied in thin
coats, each coat being very well pol-
ished;—Waxing of floors two or three
times a year should bo sufficient.
Frequent rubbings with a soft cloth
will keep the floors well polished.
Excessive wax can be-removed by
wiping _with-turpentlne. As a pre-
caution agalnstrslipping of rugs, you
can get a powder to be sprinkled on
the backs of rugs. This is sold Iru
department stores.

Question: The old cellar^stone

Answer: Whitewash is apt to peel
taking the cement off with it. Re-
move the whitewash by scrubbing
with a strong solution of household
ilmmonin and water. ' Rinsc~the~sur-.
face with 'tlear water. For good
results, be sure the surface ,pf the
stone is well roughened before put-
ting on the new cement. Raking
out the mortar points will glvo-the"
new cement a better bond on the

Book Bindings.

Question: . What can be done to
preserve book bindings of leather
nnd cloth? The. books are about 50
years old, and suffer from_the-ef-
fects of time, drying and disintegra-
tion rather than wear arid tear.

Answer: For the leather bindings
you can get preservatives especially
made-foi^the job. _. Any publlc-li-—
brary will toll you of them. This
can also be used on leather backs
and corners of cloth blndings.-.Cloth
bindings can usually be cleaned'by
wiping with a cloth dampened, with
soapy water, after going over them •
with a stiff brush. Some bindings
will not stand moisture; you should,
make a test on each one before go-
Ing ahead. ' _

Be-
fore applying the enamel make sure
the surfaces are free of any grease
or dust, the old finish is made dull
by rubbing lightly with fine sand-
paper.

silvering from a mirror? The mir-
ror is to be resilvered. •

Answer: Remove the protective
conting with n pnint remover. The
mirror is then plnced horizontally,"
covered with a layer of salt and
moistened with n mixture of 1 part
water nnd 3 parts elder vinegar.

Fear spreads in Con-
gress that country will be
drawn into war .. .Will-
kie Republicans con-
vinced a victorious Ger-
many would force V. S.
to totalitarian basis.

WASHINGTON,—The cloakrooms
if the house ji"d senate in the early

days of January are somewhat rem-
iniscent of those days back in 1918
when, after a call at the White
"HouserSenT-William-J~Stone,-chalr—
man ot the foreign relations-com-
mittee, and Speaker Champ Clark
came-back-to-the-Capitol-with-a-re-.
port that the "President was lead-
ing us into war."
—So^grave_were_the_forcign _repgj>_
cussions^from this situation thaif

rcsidentrWilsondecidedsomething
had to be done. Not only the Allies,
but Germany, were getting what the
President knew was a very errone-
oH5~piclure of the situation so far
as any position this country might
ake was concerned.
So_Mr._Wilson demanded a ghow-

down. He demanded a vote in both
house and senate on the Issue. It
so happened that a congressman
rom Texas, Jeff McLemore by

name, had introdUced~a resolution
warning all American citizens to
tay oft* armed ships. At that time

WAVE OF FEAR EVIDENT

Incidentally, the fact that all the
Ohio Republican congressmen but
one, Simeon D. Fess, voted against
the President on that fssue was the
chief reason for the debacle of the
Republican party-In Ohio—during
that campaign, which resulted In
Ohio going for Wilson. And had it
not been for Ohio no one would have
cared much how California went—

buries Evans Hughes would have
been elected.

All. this is of moment now be-
cause the same sort of wave of
fear, though not yet of tidal propor-
tions, is running through congress
with respect to the growing^onvio
tion~~ins.Washington that-the United
States is headed straight for this
war—or at least that the' President
intends~to do everything-possible to
help Britain whether or not there-
sults of that help lead to war.

But history is apt to repeat itself,
in fact almost certain to do soJLihe

-pGacc-at-ahy-prico advocates on
Capitol Hill talk too_much. There
Is no doubt that there are enough
Republicans who are eagerly on the
President's side in this case to make

DISAGREE ON FOREIGN POLICY

The real difference of opinion in
this country as to the War situation,
according to those who agreed with
Wendell L. Willkie in the last cam-
paign and have agreed since, is not
very often debatedr It is not a ques-
tion of whether- one is pro-British or
anti-Hitler; it is a question of what
is best for this country in the long
run. _

On one side are the Willkie and the
Roosevelt followers. On the other
are those who agree with^Charles
A. Lindbergh, to name just ono ol
this group's spokesmen. I

Willkie aiW Roosevelt believejthat
if Britain' goes down in this war If
will bo~ impossible to preserve the
American • way of life.

Lindbergh and those agreeing with
him believe-thatrit would be entire-"
ly possible for the-United States to
get nlong-amleabiy with Hitler, even
it, the Nazis are completely trlum-
l

ROOSEVELT,WILLKIE DISAGREE
The"chief difference between Will-

klo and Roosovolt, believing the
same thing on the big question,
is POLITICAL procedure.' Willkie
believes the administration should
take the pul!flc,.into Its confidence
and stage a real debate as to the
extent of further aid to Britain—
how far We should go—whether wo
should risk an actual declaration of
war, etc.

Tho position of what might be
called tho Willkio group, always re-
membering that many Republicans
in high places do not agree (Joe
Martin, Republican leader of the
house, Sen. Hiram Johnson of Cali-
fornia, and Sen, Arthur H. Vanden-
berg of Michigan, for- example) Is
rather Interesting, They do not
want to go the whole way towards
war—-but they think It almost Impas-
sible to say whore to draw the lino.

They insist that the onlys reason
the United States is not at war with
Germany today la that Hitler does
not believe U to Germany's advan-
tage to take that step.

There is no doubt in their minds
that a, victorious Germany would
force this country Inevitably to a
totalitarian basis on economics.
They believo the old system of in-
ternational trudu would bo over, and
that even if tho Americas were un-
touched, the United States would
have to change to meet the changed
conditions.
