This will prevent
botulhius poisoning. The toxin is _
produced by a deadly bacteria tlriat
can grow -inside the can, without '
air, after , the processing. There
is nothing to fear if the vegetable
ha.s been boiled for 10 minutes,
however, for all danger of food
poisoning .from botulimiH Is elim-
inated. ' - •

Many cooks have asked whether
there Is any food value left in the
i mned product after this 10-min-
iite boiling. The answer Is ji_det
cided "Yes!11 for not all vitamins
aie killed by long boiling, Some
are soluble and are therefore safe
in the liquid ill the jar. There are_
minerals left in the beans, too.
Some of them are also soluble and .
will be found in the liquid. The
collulose or roughage left is es-
seniial to good health, and the
beans also retain some protein and
starch.

The use of some uncooked fruit
or ^vegetable each day to supply
those vitamins lost in canning is
Important, however. Cabbage, cit-
rus fruits, apples, and other raw
foods are available in almost every
market.'
• One way of dissipating the stigma
of canned beans is to serve thorn
in a casserole, In the good company
of carrots, onionH, celery, u velvety-
smooth cheese sauce and a topping
of crisp brown bread crumbs.

So often we read in the newspa-
pers articles describing the joy of
American families upon receiving
word that a loved one previously
reported missing in action Is now
reported a prisoner of war. We are
nil interested in the well-being of
American prisoners of war, and so
the column today is devoted to an
article recently released in JVash-
ington, D. C. It says, in part:

"The biggest thing in the lives of
American and Allied prisoners .of
war in Germany is the Red Cross
food parcel, .according to tho first
groups "of fourteen seriously wound-
ed repatriated American prisoners
of war who were interviewed at the
Walter Reid Hospital, Washington,

parcel was like a messHge from
home.' The factor of morale, while
important, was not all, he related'.
'Wo lived for the Red Cross pared;'
continued Sergennl Goodwin, 'be-
cause It enabled us to have a rca-
sonahle diet.'

"All agreed that they wouldjxive
suffered severely on the German
rations of black bread, two potatoes
and thin soup. This soup was de-
scribed by one of the men as the
water In which the potatoes had
been cooked, and, by another, as
'boiled grass.' The repatriates said
tliuir Red Cross food parcels reach-
ed them regularly on arrival.
