Such a decision by the CAB
leaves an applicant with only one
choice.

In most states, he can set up an
intra-state line. . If h,e makes this
choice, without CAB approval, it
means that he can no" contract to
carry, air mall. Passengers and
express, yes, but not air mail. The
result is usually a slightly higheF
operating cost per airplane mile,
a coat that usually means the dif-
ference between profit and loss,
and a cost- that usually means
service or no service to the com-
munity.
