To have good germination,-it Is
necessary iirst to sow seed.s thut
will grow. If you,have seed.s left
over from la.st year, they should
be tested before planting. Place
*>R ui'nfli r\t ciiuh Hind between
blotters and keep the blotters,
moist at room temperature. In
30 days you will know whether
the seed.s are any good. Usually
old.seeds will be sown closer to-
gether than fresh seeds to. allow
for poorer germination. New seeds
have the percentage of germina-
tion printed or .stamped on the
package.

Testing Old Seeds
To have" good germination, it is

necessary first to sow seeds that
will grow. If socds_ar.e.Jcft_q¥PJl
from last year, they should bo
tested before planting. Place 25
seeds of ench~kind between blot-
ters and keep the blotters moist
atjroom temperature.

In 10 days the gardener will
lenow whother the seeds arc any
good. Usually old seeds will be
sown closer together than fresh
seeds to allow for poorer germi-
nation. New seeds have the per-
centage of germination printed or
stamped on tho package.
