THc~sotr must have, tight
contact with the roots if the plant
is to gripw well. Tf~t!Ve"~soil is
pressed when too wet, it is apt' to
dry out and become like a brick

l.'he. Starter Solution

A_method that has given good
results Is to use starter solution.
The salts for these can often be
purchased ready for mixing in
water,. or you can use,, Victory
Garden fertilizer—5-30-5. - Place a

-teacupful of the Victory Garden
fertilizer in 12 quarts of water tho
day before you arc going to plant.
When ready to plant, open up the
hole, .Met the plant in pjacc and
hulf fill thc-hole-with loose soil.
Then pour in a teacupful of the
starter solution. After this set-,
ties, hold tho plant upright and
fill the hole with loose soil. Do
not compact this.
