Getting Ready for Next Year:
The Compost Pile

By FRED D. OSMAN
Union County Agricultural Agent

The basic fertility of-a soil is
the partly decayed organic matter
that is contained in it.

This organic matter is important
in many ways. It helps to balance
the temperature of the soil, win-

ter and summer,
It helps the soil
to hold moisture,
but in a heavy
soil It also assists
In getting rid of
exe'ess moisture,
It helps to keep
a heavy sail from
b a k i n g and

cracking in" hot weather. It is a
food for bacteria and other small
organisms that make plant food
materials available. It helps to

save fertilizer from leaching. As
t decays;- it releases some plant

food materials from itself. Alto-
gether it is ,the most important
constltuenfof the garden soil.
Waste Not—Want Not

And we waste so much of It.
Burning leaves in the fall, putting
into the garbage can waste from
the kitchen and garden, all this l.s
destroying what the garden soil
most needs.

How to Save It
—Make-a-eompost—pile Nearly-
every garden has some out of the
way place—behind tho garage or
back of shrubs—where such a pile
could be made— Make a pit about
a. foot deep, if possible, but if not
place the compost heap oiutop of
the ground. • Put on it any kind
of waste plant material. This would
include all vegetable waste from
,the kitchen (orange skins, egg
shells, vegetable tops, and par-
Ings), all weeds that arc not-seedy,
thinnings and primings from-the
vegetable garden, pea and bean
plants as they finish their crops,
thin twigs pruned from shrubs, the
leaves that fall from tho trees in
tho autumn. If you keep chickens
or rabbits, this is a good \vay to
luihcHcTpart o r the'manure; ~

Make the pllo in layers, each lay-
er about six inches deep, trod
down. Then put on each layer a

prlntile of lime and of Victory :
Garden fertilizer, to speed "decay. •
If soil is available, put on about |
an inch. If this much rannot be i
spared, just sprinkle on a little' to
supply the bacteria, f l c that cause ;
decay. Keep the sides as nearly I
vertical as possible, tramping down !
each layer, and the top should be I
slightly concave or disbud to hold
water. It may be built up to five '
or: six feet high. Keep- tho pile
moist. asTliis is necessary to bring
about decay.

[-Turning . _ _ _
If the product -of the compost

pile is to bo dug into the garden, it
Is advisable after about 4 weeks or
so, to turn it, putting that which
had been on the outside into the
middle of the pile. This helps to

secure uniform decay. On the other*
hand, if the material i.i to be used
first for mulching,'.and it is good
for that purpose, it nerd, not be —
turned,
Keep tli« (iarden (lofitg v

lt is now about time to sow ruta- --—
baga for storage. Succession sow-
ings of loaf .lettuce, snap beans,
carrots, corn (a 60-day variety),
beel.s, turnips can also be made.

| Soon the plants of late cabbage,
broccoli, etc., arc to be set out.
