"Love Apple" Traveled Over World
Before Coming to New Jersey

The present-day varieties of to-
matoes whtch provide New Jersey,
with ono of its most important
farm crops, came to North Ameri-
can dinner tables from some pre-
historic plant ancestor in South
or Central America, but It: first
had to go through Italy and the
rest of Europe before It was rec-
ognized In this country for the
tasty, wholesome food it is.

The circuitous route the tomato
had to follow in obtaining reco'gni-
tlon_and widespread use Is one of
the many interesting facts about
hLs economically important plant

which have been collected by Dr.
Marion A. Johnson, associate pro-
fessor of botany at ,Rutgers tfni-
verslty, In his research into the
history, variations and develop-
ment of the "love apple."

Las t 'year New Jersey planted
46,000 acre^of tomatoes and har-
vested a crop^valued at more than
$11,000,000, highest in the State's
history, but as late as 1802 a cer-
tain.. Michael Cdrnc,"of Salom,
Mass.,1 who ate tomatoes, was con-
sidered so eccentric that the fact
was inscribed on his tombstone.
Hln epitaph.read: "To the First
Man to Eat" a Tomalo=Michclc_Ej
Corne." v

Tomatoes as they are now
known havc-noter been found
growing wild, according to—Div
Johnson, who pointed out that

rlotics to develop this character--
lstic. ' .

Dr. Johnson says the modern
tomato was probably developed
from the cherry variety. South
American Indians long bofore the
time of Columbus developed by
selection—the—larger-fruited varl-
tles. When the Spaniards were
conquering Mexico and South
America;—they found the tomato
In wide use as food.

Bernal Diaz del Castillo, n sol-
dier in Cortez's army, saw toma-
toes In Mexico in 1519. The Indians
who had intended to ambush his
party had prepared a foast of delo-.
.bratlon and Had pots of tomatoes,
water, and seasoning—boiling—on-
theltLilres. "

Dr. Johnson has been unablo to
discover how the tomato crossed
the Atlantic, but by 1551 it was
well e!TttblisKebr~fii Italy—what
the Italians did with their spa-
ghetti bofore that no one knows.
Spaniards and Italians were using
tomatoes in soups, sauces, and 'in-j
raw forms for many yoarg-before
any of the -Northern Europeans
would_«at_them.

The return of the cultivated tc-
to America is also obscure.

In Colonial New England they
were known^TCs '̂Tove apples" and
considered poisonous. But Yankee
seafaring men, touching at Italian,
Spanish and Cuban ports soon
learned better and brought home
tho~roclpe~for catsup to go with

The use of the tomato could not
have been widespread even in 1.802,
however, considering the notoriety
it brought Michael Corne.

By 1820, however, Dr. Johnson
jllscovercd, one of the large seed
companies was offering tomato
seed for sale. In those early days,
twenty seeds cost the grower $5,
an Immense sum for those times.

One of Rutgers long-time ath-
letic rivals figured prominently in
the development of tho tomato.
Drl Johnson found that much of
tho credit for popularizing the
fruit belongs to H. W. Crosby, a
former steward of Lafayette Col-
lego. In 1847, Crosby sealed six
tin palls of tomatoes and preserved
them for winter use. Dr. Johnson
says- that-thls is one of the first
Instances of the use of tin con-
tainers for the preservation of
food in tho United States.

Rutgers Jias also played an im-
portant part in bringing the to-
mato to its presont economic
vulue. In addition to improving
older strains, the Rutgors tomato
dovelopod by Lyman C. Schermer-
horn, professor-of vegetable gar-

About this season of tho year,

aonte of the onions which we
planted to sets are bowing to fate,
that Is, they are showing signs of
maturity by bending over at the
neck. As noon as about threes!
fourthT~of tho plants have done
this naturally"run" the back-of a
rakc~of~tt broom over tho rcmaln-
dor with sufficient force to bond
them over. This checks growth
.somewhat, and, will bring about a
uniform maturity so that all tho
bulbs' may bo—harvested—at—tho
same time. Some people check
growth.too soon.. • .

Onions from seeds or trans-
planted seedlings will bo a little
later coming to maturlty~but the
process Will be about tho same. If
you want the bulbs to be of a oer-
•ta_ln—size, broak- tno tops over as
soon ._na_thoy reach that size.
Otherwlso wait until throe-fourths
have bent of their own accord and
then break over tho rest. ,

Allow the bulbs to remain in the
ground until the tops have turned
yollow.

Special Care For *
Outdoor Furniture
In Damp Weather

The. most Important factor In the
care-of— outdoor and porch furni-
ture Is weather-protection. For this
reason any furniture which Is ox-
pected^to endure rain must-be-vai
nlshed a£~lntervaIs~wTth spar vifr"
rilsh, ^ •
"Damp;—warm—weather often

makes furniture looge-jqlnted be-
cause It softens the glue. The
housewife who is her own repair-
man in wartime should remember
that joints In need of being glued
again will hold togothcr only when
they are thoroughly dry, entirely
free of old glue, tightly fitted, and
then clamped or tied toa-holdlng
position for 24 hours, or_unt!l the
glue is thoroughly dried. All of
thlsjnay sound llko a largo order
for a busy homomakor. Merely fill-
ing-open spaces in loose joints wit"h
quantities of glue never makes a
strong joint, howover, becauso gluo
Itself has little strength. It is time
wellspent-to do the job well.

If some of your porch furniture
has pulled apart and there aro
lopse joints, acrupA.the gluo gently
from tho joints to avoid any brcak-
age~on~tho~wood~Glue-will~wash
off-wlth warm water. Before you
go any further the joint should bo
tostod for fit. I t must be tight or
it will not hold. Strips of cloth
ovor the'ond that goes into tho hole
will tighten the joint. Tho pores
of the .wood should bo opened by
warming the pieco of wood fnthc
oven or sun bofore the gluo Is ap-
plied.

In order to hold tho
chair, even more firmly, a tournl-
quot may be made with a stick
of wood to draw the rope tight.
