Prior to-World War II, the eco-
nomic system in Britain was called
private-enterprise — same as in
America.. MorebvcFThc two wore
quite a little alike, at first glance,
except that wages on this sido of
the ocoan were high and Ameri-
can workers lived more than
twlciTaa woll as the British workr

crs, trade for trade. The difference
wns—that privato enterprise In
Britain was not free.

Private enterprise In England
was hog-tlcd. —Competition there
was . not actually—open—Wasleful-
monopollcs operated within the
law. Private business concerns
were fenced In: with legal re-
straints .on..this, and government
restrictions on that, What they
had was government bossed pri-
vate enterprise. Business men
couldn'tntiake money and there-
fore couldn't pay their workers.

Working as hard as they could,
British" workers, couldn't oarn
enough to five well. They needed

—now-tcols and1 modern methods so
they could produce more; so their
employers could pay'bettor wages,
but tho employers couldn't buy
hotter tools. They were so re-
stricted that they couldn't make
any money. Result: Labor unions

"formed a socialist party and
grabbed the-government.

Onions arc harvested us soon as
they aro mature or have reached
a desired size. When three-fourths
of the onion plants have bent
over at the neck naturally, the re-
malnricr-are broken over by run-
ning the back of a rake or a broom
down the row. This checks growth,
The plants are then allowed to
remain hi the ground until the"
tops turn yellow, after whlch_J.he
bulbs should be pulled and laid
out In some place exposed to sun
and air. Usually they arc left dl-

bags1 in which onions are sent to
market are good.
