Biertucmpfel said such a restric-
tion in Union would be a hardship
to housewives when they shopped
and would be "inviting a speed-
way." Ho based opposition to state
control of signal lights on the be-
lief that municipal police.aro more
familiar with.requirements of local,
trnffic control than are state high-
way departmental engineers.

Biertuempfcl. concluded his
statement by declaring he has an
"intense feeling; against meddling"
by any state1 department. "They
give you some bait and then they
destroy home rule," he added.

Hinder Heplien
The Union mayor's remarks

brought a reply within 24 hours
from Al Binder, chairman of the
local police committee. In a pre-
pared statement, Binder said Bier-
tuempfel's referring to the regula-
tions as "a. joke" seemed to him
"in some respects contradictory to
his cry of "invasion of homo rule1."

The Social Security Administra-
tion must rely upon the number
in keeping a, record of each In-
dividual account because there are
thousands of identical namco. The
only way the employer enn make
complete reports t.o the Govern-
ment, and thus make sure that,
each account, is properly kept, Is
to have the information na to name
and number. If the worker fnils
ti. do his or her part by taking his
card with him, he mny lose part
or nil of the benefits that nre
rightfully his; worfe, he mny be
depriving his family of the Insur-
ance protection that, the social se-
curity program provides.

The Social Security Act sets up
certain requirements ns to the
amount of work which is neces-
sary before an employee, or hlfl
family, may become eligible for
benefits.

To Ask for Funds
From Legislature

Rutgors University will aslc the
Now Jersey Legislature this year
for the funds needed to "drastically
reduce or clim!imto"j")tulllon fees
at tho State University,

President Robert C. Clothier dis-
closed the Univorfiity's Intention in
a message to all University mem-
bers that simultaneously announced
the first post-war Increase In tui-
tion fees and three other charge)".

Tuition will rise $1 per credit
hour—ten per cent—or approxi-
mately $30 per year. This will apply
to all full nnd parl-timo students.
Rental of men's riormltory rooms
will rise $20 per year—ten lier cent
—bringing them even with charges
at New Jersey College For Women.

N. J. C. students however will
pay $20 more per year for "toblc
board, less thnn 10 per cent higher.
Tho fourth cost increase is the
pnyment of $!i annual registration
fee by part-time students, previ-
ously exempted.

Dr.-Clothier's announcement'ex-
pressed regret at the necessity for

quested educational services asked
by the people of the state.

The University's s t a t e m e n t
pledged continued strict economy
in the operation of dormitories,
dlnlnV halls and other services,

>'Thc Public Service wants those
jars out of Jersey City and we need
a space to keep- them until the
permits are granted," said Alonso.

He added that they did not in-
tend to build a "gypsy camp." The
trolley-homes will be built with
cellars beneath. The men will use
the houses as homes only on week-
ends when they come from New-
ark' to tend their farm. Alonso
said he will move in when he
brings his family from Spain.
Moncho-also said he would move
in at a Inter date.

They both have •••plans to have
their grown children build ortho-
dox homes near the road, Then,
the trolley homes will be used as
storage buildings for the farm. But
that will be some time from now,
they agreed.

Besides operating the truck
farm and orchard, situated on a
2Vj acre tract, the men also are
raising approximately MO chickens.

Causes Loss of
Many Fine Trees

Many of the nation's" historic
tree landmarks are- being" lost
through cavity neglect. Some are
now little more than hollow
shells._So says Martin L.. Davny,.
Jr., tiiiTtTee expert^ who poTrTti Vint

Pine trecfi, so desperately use-
ful in landscape placilinga, are
being struck down in great num-
bers by the pine crov'n weevil.

It attacks Scotch, Austrian, red,
mugho, .western yellow, Corsican,
white and other pinqs, says Dr.
Stanley W. Bromley. Recently
transplanted trees, especially thoue
growing In sandy soil, seem highly
susceptible.

Needles yellow. The tree takes
on a general appearance of ill
health. The larvae of the weevil
does the destructive damage, tun-
neling through the' bark, cambium
and sapwood at the base of a tree'r*
trunk at the ground level.' :

As the weevil girdles the trunk, I 1
it weakens the tree's- anchorage, j
causing it to list and beepme a J
pu.-h-ovcT whrr.1 a Ktlrong wind-]
hits, Kevcntually the roots of the
pine die, and' then the tree itself.
