H.S. Sectors and
Men in Employm'nt

Our high Schools have been con-
stantly widening their sphere of
interest and activity with respect
to the education of the student.

Only a little over 50 years ago,
high school was a place where
studenta prepared-for college and
little else. A generation ago high
schools prepared their pupils for
two-things primarily — college or
a vocation. The school curriculum
concerned ltsolf with the prob-
lems of the student who made
straight "A's" and the student who
did not'have the capacity to grasp
the fundamental concepts of_a]ge-_
bra. This was a step foTward, but
there was still a large portion of
the student body who was ne-
glected-^the average atudont who
roceived little benefit from his
schooling, except that he met the
requirements of the law.

Within recent yours, -howevor,
educators renilzed'that a great gap
existed between theneeds of -a
large number of their students
and an adequate program to met
those needs. They set about to find
ways and means of remedying the
situation.

The result has been a flexible
and continually changing curricu-
lum program_!n:our hlgh_schools.
The concept endeavors to attune
curriculum not to just the;irequlrc-
ments of the collego preparatory
student and the vocational student,
but, rather, to the noeds of tho
whole student body.

One of the cornerstones of the
modern high school curriculum is
a guidance program.-The-guldanoo
program,- -and It theoretically
sifts down to the teacher and
classroom, is to look upon the stu-
dent aa an Individual, to discover
his Interests and aptitudes, then

"nels. It Is an attempt to give him
a head start in this process of
finding his niche in the world—
whether he plans to bo a scientist

.or_ mechanic.
Adult Remembers '

One adult recently remarked to
this writer:

'.'When I was a senior Jn high
school, the~princlpal~gathered the
graduating class In assembly and
asked those who wero going to
college to raise their hands.

"Then she asked If wo knew
what colleges wo wero going to
attend. When moat -replied that
they did, tho principal replied that
was fine—there was nothing more
to worry about. . '

"Then sho turned to those who
had not raised their hands and
asked them what they were going
to do, For the next half hour she
locturea" to them on various voca-
tions and assembly was dismissed.

"That was all the guldanco we
got in four years of high school.
It was a joke."

The~guidance program today Is
considerably .imoro detailed than
that. Aptitude and vocational~IestB"
are given, lecturers talk to the-
students on vocations, prepara-
tions and chances for success in
various field*, and there are in-
dividual consultations with the

; studont by persons competent In
guldanco work. Gonerally, there
Is ono full-time guidance teacher
who coordinates and directs tho
program.

YOUR GARDEN
THIS WEEK

FBKD D. OSMAN
English ivy. la a fearly easy

plant to root, even in wator, and
it has a groat many uses. It is
a good house plant and will grow
In a place where there Is not
much light. !

In the garden it may bo used to
advantago In ajnmvber of^waya.
Wo BOO it covering walls, used by
the aide of concrete or atone or
brick stops, as a ground cover Jn
shady places and as a garden edg-
ing, in which, place it does require
more care.

English ivy seems to "rtart"
growth slowly. But this may be
th£ fault'bf "the'oiurwho Is trying
to grow It. "Over-potting," ' Is.. a
fault of lnexperlonced gardeners.
This means using a flowerpot that
Is much larger than is1 required.

As a gonoral rule, plants tend
to dovolop a root systom—first.

"WhTiTtHaris wdll^establishediltheT
top makes its best growth. This
why a plant grower, after the
rooted cuttings have been taken
out of the sand or vormlcullto or
water in which thoy were rooted,
pots them flret in pots that are
only VA, 2 or 2Vj Inches across the
top,

The size of the flrrit potting de-
ponds upon tho kind of cutting.
Roots develop rapidly In such a
small pot and the top will start
up. As soon as the pot ball. Is well
Ailed with roots, the plant Is
shifted to the next larger slue pot.

So with Ivy, do not lot the roots
becomo more than" an Inch long
boforo potting, and start with a
2 or 2% inch pot. Whon that Is
lfflcd, shift to a 2Vj or 3 Inch.
This will bring much better re-
sults than potting them at once
.In a_4 inch or 6 Inch pot.

Slrlus, which is better known as
the Dog Star, is about twice the
size of the.sun in diameter, but
Is about three times as hot. If
Sirlus were only 93 million miles
from us, as the sun it, Its heat
would consume the earth, and
probably evory object In our pres-
ent solar system, in a tiny fraction
of time.

Magnitude Explained
Here mlght.be a good placo to

stop for a few minutes nnrt tallc
about magnitude, which la tho
astronomical word for the mea-
sure of the brlBhtn.caj of heavenly
objects. Stars arc placed in classes
according to their brightness as
we see Shorn, Theso categories
bear numbnrs', and the higher tho
number, tho fainter ia the star.
Under ideal conditions, wo _cjin_
see stars down to the 6th nmg-
nltudoj with the 'naked eye. Tho
NorlhT.Star, whloh I choose as one
familiar to most of us, is just
about 2nd magnitude. Rlgol, you
may remember, was B'poken of as
bcijig-0.3-magnltude.~The reason
for the' zero reading Is that when
the brighter stars, wore alotted to
their various categories, some were
found which were brighter than
1st magnitude,- and eomo—Sirius
among thorn—woro so/brlght that
oven zero magnltucVwas not qulto
correct for their claa'slflcotion. To
provide proper classification, zero
magnitudes and minus magni-
tudes wore used.

Very near to Slrlus—actually
about 200 million mile* from It—
but~atlll "near compared to the
va«t distance at wholh Blriua Wet,
Is one of the strongest and moot
mysterious stars In the heaver*.
It Is one of a cl&sa of stars called
White Dwarfs, and this ono offl-
dally called Alpha Canls Majoris
B, was the first one of these to be
discovered. It was found by mathe-
matical calculation long before It
was actually seen,-and It was not
until about 40 years ago-that- Its
actual size and mass were de-
termined. It Is very difficult to
see because of- the overwhelming
brilliance of Slrlus, but one the
astronomors had. It and could mea-
sure Its size, rotative to Its known
Influence upon the motion of Slrl
us, whose size and mass ?they al
ready know, the astronomical
world gasped and could not at first
bollevo what their calculations
showed them. Hero was a star, a
sphore of incandescent gas, whose
substance was so denise that a
cubic Inch of It, if It could be
brought to the earth's surface,
would wolgh 1 tonl the star Is
only about 3 times the diameter
of tho earth—a tiny object, as
stars go—but Its mass must bo
250.000 times as great as the
earth's!

"Year Zero"-Society Morally Stark1^aEe~d

Roberto Roaselllnl'a film "Ger-
many Year Zero," which purports
to describe conditions in bomb
ibla«te<l Berlin a yeer after the war,
opened last week In Newark. It
may shortly appear on suburban
screens.

The truth of the matter probably
,s that the world is neither so bad
as the renllsts (Rossellinl) would
have us think, nor so good as it
might eeem from many Hollywood
productions. y •

Take the realists' line of thought
&•» expressed in Mr. Rosscllini's
film, "Germany Year Zero," for
instance.

It tells the «tory of a 12-ycar-old
German youth, Edmund by name,
who becomes entangled in a chain
of clrcumotanccs causedi by Uie
war's disintegration of society
which eventually leads him to kill
his father.

'Year Zero" is a film of unre-
lieved moral degeneration from
beginning to end. And Mr. Ros-

tho colIaESO of society- in Berlin
was very nearly equal to the
physical demolition, the gutted
homes and public buildings, which
servo as a gruesome backdrop
for most of the film's action.

Twelve-year-old Edmund comes
to feel that ho alone must shoulder
the responsibility for the support
of his family who lives in one of
Berlin's war-wracked (upartment
houses. His father is a mortally
sick, aging idealist, his ulster
quickly learns that there are ways
to make a living a t night without
too much effort,- his mother is
dead, and his- brother,. an ex-
Wehrmacht .-joldlcr, lit afraid to ap-

he w|ll be thrown Into a prison
camp'."

Faced with the praMem of In-
adequate food for the faimlly's
needs, Edmund falls under the

malignant influence of his former
school teacher, a homo-sexual, and
of a teen-age black market ring.

Tho depraved school teacher
shortly become* the dominant in-
fluence in Edmund'* life. Hia fam-
ily Is too weak to guide and
counsel him, and other adulte too
preoccupied with their own fight
for eelf-preservation to care. One
day tho teacher echoes the ghost
of Hitler's philosophy, "That the
weak must die so that the strong
may live!"

Edmund. Immediately connects
this with .his dying father who Is
consuming a disproportionate
share of the meager family rations.
Edmund steals a bottle of poison,
tho contents of which he pours in-
to a cup of tea browed for his
father.

- With his father dead, Edmund
turns to his teacher for aid. The
teaoher, horrified at the thought of
fratricide,-rejects -him, The black
market gang scoffs at'hhn,LE!<b-
mund, 12 years old, having lived
through tho moat destructive war
In history, having at the age of 12
killed his own father and now re-
buffed by ail of his. acquaintances,
takes the one coUTpe left. He com-
mits suicide. And few care.

This is the story of Berlin a»
Rosse-Mlnl sees it. It is a picture of
a society which-has been literally
torn loose from any standards of
morality and has,-lti-fact,-rcverted
to tho primordial battle to save
one's personal skin.

"Year Zero" has been called a
pro-Gorman film by some and by
others, an antl-<3«rraan -. film.*

denes to Indicate on which eide
of the fence Mr. Rossoiiini stood.
It Is' presented In documentary
style, although the facts haivo ob-
viously been chosen; to sujt tho di-
rector's needs. It was to our mind,
not necessarily tho critical analysis
of a nationality, but, rather, what
happens to a society which has hod
the very foundations blown out
from under it by modern war-
fare.
