~ Mrs, Jane Inge, who brought
recognition to the
Little Theater of the New Jersey
College for Women since she be-
cemo Ity director in 1926, two
weeks ago saw the curtaln rung
down on the lust play she wlll di-
rect for that college group.

As the final applause for “Light
Up.The Sky" faded. away, Mrs.
Inge, who will retire from Rui-
gers Univergity in June, could
look back on 24 yeary of service
to young people and te the the-
ater.

Marking the mileatons was the
presontation of the Rulgers Uni-
versity Award by Dr, Robert C.
Clothler, president of "the State
Unlvergity. The bronze - medal
read; “Mra. Jene Inge, tireless and
glfted teacher, cstecemed revealer
of the power of dramatlc art.”

The award cltation commended
Mrs, Inge on her “service to the
Unlversity and the College, her
production of -plays and dramas
murked by skill and finish of per-
formance and Investiture which
hpve been professional In.all but
name; her providing countless
students with Invaluable training
in sclf-discipline and aelf-expres-

‘sion; and her building the Little

Theator from modest beginnings

to a degree of adequacy and.

achicvement of which Broadwey
itself might well be proud.” .

In 1926, the year the Little The-
ater waes completed, Mrs. Inge
joined the College faculty, -

As tcacher, dlrector, -carpenter,
set deslgner, and seamstress, Mrs.
Inge plinged Into the flrst sea-
aon of five productions, and hap-
plly realized a profit of $1,800,
Many of her former students re-
member her atop s high ladder,

painting scenery, bending:over a-

steaming vat as she dyed mate-
rlals, applying makeup to student
Thesplany, and engaging In many
theatrical actlvitles ot lmplied In
hior academic title, but all consfd-
ered in presenting her with the
Rutgers Award.

Her reputation ag a direstor of
abllity and distinotlon was estab-
lished flrmly that flrst year with
a production of “Seventh Heaven,"
an successful it ran for nine per-
formences and hed to be repeaied
by popular ‘demand.

The next year, Mrs. Inge. ln-
pugurated the first dramatics
clasges at the College.

Astronomy for the Amateu.r

Still overhead at this date ls
the great constcllation of the Lion
—Leo, led by the bright star, Reg-
ulus and winding up toward the
enst by the only slightly less bright
star Denchola, the Lion's Tall
Above, Laeo, between it and the
‘Great Bear, Is m space occupled
only by faint stars. An astronomer
of older deys & Dutchman.by the
_name of Hevellus, placed a constel-
lation In thie spaae which he canlled
Lep Minor, the Smeller Llon or
porhaps, the Lion's Cub. .

Hevellus, who THved 300 years
ago, did quite a bt of thiz celes-
tial revising, In a simcere effort
to- bring some order and regula-
tlon out of the hit-or-mlss, lll-
dofined houndaries of the con-
atellations, he made the first real
attompt to aset the outlines of the
constellations Inte some perma-
nont form, In -so deing, he found
that there were many spaces he-
tween major ster groups which
‘wero In dlsputo, rs it wore, and
were assigned te one conatella-
tlon by some astronomers and to
anothor by R ‘second group. Ay a
compromise, Hevelives tool these
areas from both egnd made new
constellations of them.
