The paper discloses that Treat submitted his resignation initially on May 8
to become effective the end of this year.. He was asked to reconsider. He
resigned again on June 12 and the governing board requested that he hold off.
He reinstated the resignation last night and it was accepted. Treat, eligible
for retirement, would not comment further nor would members of the Township
Committee. Statements are promised for next week.

Post of township clerk is elective and both Republicans and Dem6crats may
enter candidates in November. Independent aspirants also may seek the job.

Meanwhile, Mrs. Caroline Harmon, who served as Treat's secretary, Is expected
to be deputized as clerk to serve until the end of this year. ' ' ,'•

Treat, a resident of Springfield for more than 30 years, also held posts of
secretary ro the Board of Health, registrar of vital statistics, sanitarian and

* search official. He received a total in compensation of $4,550.

At press time Mayor Robert W. Marshall informed the editor that all
details with regard to Treat's resignation have been referred to Finance Chair-
man Arthur Handville. The "mayor, who said he personally accepted Treat's
resignation with regret, promised a complete statement for next week's issue.
