In rating the various "candidates
twenty—points are assigned-on the
basis of their education. The other
eighty points are based on their
business or professional experi-
ence, their qualifications and their
suitability^ _ ,

Tlie remuneration for the_ town-
ship postmaster will be .$4,770 ef-
fective. July 1. 'The Springfield
Post Office has 'a first class rat-

ing. . Applications may bo obtained
from Ralph Swanson.-local Civil
Service secretary at the Post
QCfJiC.

Tho competitive procedure.pre-
scribed prohibits consideration.of.
the political, religious or fraternal
affiliations of any applicant, Tho
Civil Service Commission lias
pointed out that It, Is desirous of
bringing tho examination to . the
attention ot as .many persons- as
possible who are capable and
qualified to.-perform-offlelently the
duties of postmaster. Non-partisan
riiprlt technique will be applied In
rating the examination.

Former Township Committee-
man George M. Turk was named
acting Postmaster in April by thcr
Postrruis'ter General on retirement
of Former Postmaster Otto F.

The Bay Material- Corporation,
Staten Island, was fined $200 end
assessed $3 costs by Magistrate
Henry C. McMullcn Monday night
in Municipal Court' after being
found guilty of operating an over-
loaded cement mixer.

Highway Proposal
Being Studied Here

Township officials today were
studying with Interest the action
of the Union Township Commit-
tee In indorsing the proposal of
their _ engineer, Henry-Kreh, Jr.,
for construction of a- highway
paralleling Morris avenue in the
Union-Springfield area. ~~-~

Kreh, who has been studying the
h-nflicr-problem" ini this area for
several years, told Union officials
that a new highway 'Is virtually
necessary. He pointed out that
traffic 'Is increasing on Morris
avenue and .it Is likely to reach
tho point whore its volume Is be-
yond control.

According to Kreh-flnanelftl-ftld-
for the project "should be forth-
coming from' the State and Union

I t s Is expected that the Town-
ship Committee again will confor

tive to construction of the high-
way. Failure of the.State to make
a move in this <|lroctlan Is likely
•to resul t in the highway becom-
ing so congested In a~few years

Tho.Iilac plant produces its best
bloom on older wood but 'over it
period of years some of the' old
canes in the old-fashioned varieties
need to be removed. Removal of
one of the older ehoots every year
or so helps to keep a younger top
coming along for a vigorous bloom.
Sucker growths coming up around
the plant need to be cut away
except for a few of thg more
sturdy oiico which will—act as
replacements for the^oTd top in coso
borers or something elso ruins the
older canes of the parent plant.

Faded blooms of -1-itaos, laurel
and rhododendron should be taken
.off before they have a chance to
set oeod. Seed formation extracts
a lot of vltnllty from the plant and
also mars their appearance.

Priming enhances the ohape and
appearance of plants, eliminates
diseased and insect Infected wood,
helpa .to keep-plants within bounds
un/1 results °in more total bloom.
