Handville has Indicated that the
decision may hinge- on-.the-number
of applications, which1 are made for
renting a housing unit .willed will
become vacant December 1. In the
event sufficient applications are re-
ceived -he said, he would recom-
mend an extension; However, none
of the veterans on the waiting list
want to move in the unit', he said.

A possible appeal by the families
now in the units who may seek an
•xtenslon \vouId_noC affect his per-

sonal—decision to' terminate oper-
ation next summer, Handville said.
He expressed belief the—low-i"ent
dwellings are intended to.house vet-
erans' families only until they are
financially adjusted. Few .requests
to fill the vacancy would Indicate
that operation of the unit no longer
Irf warranted, he said.
