Schilling, who-is senior man in
tho fire deportment, was named
to head tiie bureau in an acting.,
capacity In llic early/ fail follow-
ing the .sudden death of Flro Chief
Charles Plnkava. He has been a
member of the department tWcn-
ty-threo years. Prior to thnt he
was a volunteer fireman for two
years. ' '

It Is understood tho township
committee is Investigating estab-
lishment of a chain of command
In tho flro department. Since the
municipal unit Is small It Is not
lllcely that It will extend at the
present time beyond a Hecond in
command.,

As a result.the governing board
is expected to change the fire de-
partment ordinance early next
year to provide for either a dep-
uty chief or a (Ire captain.

GOP Will
Consider All
Post Applicants
Names of Republican work-

ers who are seeking the~P6sfc
master's job probably will
be considered by the G.O.P.
Municipal Committee at its
next session, it was learned
today. It is expected that
Acting Postmaster George
M. Turk will be replaced by
a Republican following the
recent triumph of the party
in both the presidential and
Congressional contests.

One political leader today ex-
pressed belief that Turk still may
receive the appointment. He point-
ed out thnt President Truman
could call a special session of the
Senate before the Republicans or-
ganize_ the uppor house in Janu-
ary and could seek confirmation
of all appointments. .

However, it was pointed out
that Turk first must qualify in a
now examination nnd then must
be nominated by the President and
approved by trio Senate. It Is not
expected tho President will sum-
mon the Senate for a special ses-
sion in view of the overwhelming
mandate of the people at tho re-
cent election.

When.a nominee finally Is se-
lected by the Municipal Commit-
tee the choice will be made known
to Charles Beardsley, Republican
County chairman, who will for-
ward the recommendation to U. S.
Sonator H. Alexander Smith. The
Senator after the first of the yenr
will handle Now Jersey patronage
matters. The persons selected
then will bo nominated by Presi-
dent Eisenhower after January 20
and presumably will be approved
by the Republican Senate.

Party leaders concede that there
probably will b0 a host of appli-
cants for, the post. But no one
desires to lbo quoted as to who
will bo named. There had, been
reports that formor Mayor Wilbur
M, Selnnder nnd Wilbcrt W. Layng
have been under. consideration.
Should sho desire the appointment,
Mrs. Amy Bandomer undoubtedly
would receive support. Appoint-
ment of a woman would not bo
unusual. The post In neighboring
Union is held by Mrs. Jule Doug-
lass.

It was Indicated action on the
matter may bo talcen by the Re-
publican- Municipal Committee be-
fore December'' 15.

Tax collections for the first ten
months of the year show an In-
crease of approximately 30 per cent
over the totals for the same pe-
riod of lost" year, tho monthly
report of Tax Collector Charles
H. Huff indicates. .

The total collections for tho pe-
riod.from January 1 to October 31
are $895,890, .the, report shows. The
total for the first ten months of
last year was $691,381. The In-
crease !* $201,515.

The same situation marked col-
lections ,for" last month. The Oc-
tober figure is $125,790 as com-
pared with • $119,88D. This repre-
sents an Increase of $5,905 or about
5 per cent.

Of the taxes collected through
last month the total collection for
1052 is $823,370. The figure for 1951
Is $26,780; collections made for 1950
wore $108; for 1919, $6.31 and for
1948, $37.89.

The total delinquent taxes for
tho year to date is $20,998. Tax
title liens total $5,105. Tho gross
receipts tax is $11,558. ^Franchise
tax was listed at $20,7-17.

The tax collector reported that
the auto bus gross receipts were
$3,512. Interest and costs on taxes
totaled $1,93S. Interest and costs
on assessments ^reached a total
of $243. Tax search fees were
listed at $500. Sundry assessments
totaled $1,847.
