•concrete aids -and devices have
become—as- integral paVt of ' OUT
arithmetic program, these aids
do not supersede drill pr'praclice
vJiicJi is a jnost/important aspec
of arithmetic learning, but rather
place this phase in its proper
perspective. Older methods era
phasized drill to the point of ex
elusion of understanding. Such
methods produced good reciters
but hindered the development o:
thinkers.' Scientific thinking is a
a_premium today and training in
this area must start in .the for-
-mafcivo year-s—of—fiie-di-ild-a—life
in the eleme'ntary school.
r^There "is^no "form al^periocl for
arithmetic , in kindergarten. It
is learned •throughout the day as
natural situations involving arith-
metic arise. The varied experi-
ences encountered in—the—daily
pr6gram-give-;th«- child a readi-
ness for future • number work
There are many opportunities for
numbers to take on a significance
for him.

The objectives-of~tlie kinder-
garten . program include the de-
velopment'of a'meaningful., quan-
titative vocabulary, the develop-
ment of number consciousness,
and the development of initial con-
cepts of units of measure.

Vocabulary and number con-
sciousness are developed through
activities such as counting the
number of children present, the
number of straws needed for milk,
the number of chairs to be put
in a circle for a game,' a visit to
the grocery store to buy cookies
for a party or a pumpkin for Hal-
lowe'en. A "super market" built
in the classroom gives the oppor-
tunity for clerks and customers
to sell and buy groceries. Ques-
tions arise as to the prices of dif-
ferent articles. A cash register,
toy money, telephones, and order
pads all become, part of the-pro-
gram to-help build number readi-
ness. Money for savings stamps:
and'milk develop number con-
sciousness as the childJearns that
three dimes are needed for three
stamps and that four nickels pay
foT milk each week.

The child becomes familiar with
units of measure through thejdn-
dergarten program. The meas-
urements of time including morn-
ing, afternoon, night, today, to-
morrow and yesterday take on
sginificance as the^ child plans to
paint today because he played with
clay yesterday, and tomorrow he
-will-play -•- with- blocks. The .big
clock with movable hands begins
to hase meaning for\the ch'ild. as
the time is set for the activity
period, rest time; music period,
or the time the^next train will
l e a v e "Springfield Station.
Shapes become a reality "as he
learna to make a circle for
game, play—-a.—triangle—in__the_
rhytfim band, or~ cut a square
from colored paper. As each child
is- weighed and measured, the
-words size,—big, little, tall and
small are developed. Tempera-
ture is discussed'. daily and the
weather is recorded on a'large
Calendar by placing i snowman,
an umbrella, or the sun on the
cBTart. Such terms as hot, cold,
freezing, windy, rainy, arid sun-
ny become meaningful to the five

'year old through these experien-
ces. Fractions play 'a part—as-
we make apple sauce, jello, or
soup and must measure one half
cup of sugar or cut -a carrotrin
hall. '

To aid in building these num-
ber concepts clocks, weather
charts, attendance boards, calen-
dars and flannel boards are used.
Songs, stories, 'games, finger play,
and poems are part of the varied
program which develop number
readiness in the kindergarten .

The readiness for arithmetic
which-ha*-been-developed in-the
kindergarten through enjoyable
play experiences is continued an-d
expanded in the first grade. The
number experiences of the first
grade are largely foundational
and the program in arithmetic is
oneof initial learning.
