Mr. Cardinal .outlined several
steps that may bé taken to retain
selected and valuablé trees:

Most important and most com-
mon of the problems is the rais-
irg of ground -grades., Fill over
may wvary 1rom. several
inches to ‘several feet and .the ul-
timate cffect on the health of a
tree is dependent on soil type.

A heavy cley soil will cause
more damage than sandy cr loam
Isoil. Size, conditicn and species
also are contrihuting factors:-

Beech, oak, maple (hard), birel,
