You will save valuable time by
not waiting in lines dunqg the
height of the rush period. .

Speaking about the correct ad-
dressing of Christmas gifts anfl
cards, the postmaster said: “Be
sure your Christmas mailing list
is up to date and that you havt
the complete name, address, zone
number, city and state for every-
one on your list. Send all your
Christmas cards by first class
mail, because they will be pro-
cessed- and delivered faster, and
they will be forwarded or re-
turned, if it is necessary. The cost
is only one cent more per ecard.”
Only those cards sent by first
class mail may carry written
messages, a custom everyone en-
joys. ,

During the' week of December
2nd, each family will receive a
letter contaiming any Ssugges-
tions to’ help speed |your Christ-
mas mails. Attached to the letter
will be labels mgrked- ‘*All For
Loeal Delivery" and ""All For Out
of Town. Delivery.” - The post-
master seeks your cooperation in
sorting your cards accordingly,
tie them in two separate bundles
with each address facing the same
way, and attach the correct label
to each bundle, It must be pointed
out that local mail for patrons of
the Springfield post office means
only that mail for delivery in
Springfield.

Early mailing of all Chnstmas
gifts and cards is the biggest fae-
tor in getting everything delivered
-before -Christmas, according to
the postmaster. Because of the
growth of Springfield over Iast
year the volume of- Christmas
mails to be handled will be the
greatest ever processed at the lo-
cal post office.
