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Cranford administrator resigns, repiaced by poiice chi

CRANFORD — Terence Wall, who
played a central role in bringing Cranford’s
purchase and sale of the controversial
Birchwood property to a close after decades
of legal and logistical roadblocks, is leaving
his position as township administrator
after five years.

The members of the Township Commit-
tee at their Oct. 23 meeting voted unani-
mously to accept Wall’'s resignation.
Although his final day was Oct. 31, Mayor
Tom Hannen said in a Oct. 24 phone inter-
view that Wall will continue to consult with
the township through the end of year “to
keep the transition as smooth as possible.”

TTie committee approved police Chief
Ryan Greco as interim township adminis-
trator. Hannen said the township has put
an advertisement on the League of Munici-

palities website announcing its search for a
new administrator.

Wall, 51, used the meeting as an oppor-
tunity to thank Hannen and fellow commit-
tee members Ann Dooley, Mary O’Connor,
Patrick Giblin and Jean-Albert Maison-
neuve. He also thanked several former col-
leagues, friends and family. At the end.
Wall thanked the residents of what he
called a “fantastic community.”

“All roads seem to go through Cranford
at some point in time,” Wall said. “It's an
honor and a tremendous pleasure to work
for you and to have served you for five
years. Really, really, really fantastic and
look forward to see you in the future out
and about.”

The room was filled with applause when
he finished speaking.

Each member of the committee and
township attorney Ryan Cooper took turns

wishing Walls well. And some referenced
his work with the Birchwood project.

The township committee on May 8
approved a 30-year payment in lieu of
taxes agreement with the developers of the
Birchwood apartment complex on the
Kenilworth border.

Birchwood Developers Urban Renewal
Associates agreed to pay 11 percent of its
yearly gross revenue to the town as an
annual payment rather than taxes, the
ordinance states. The developers of the
Birchwood Avenue project also will pay an
annual 2 percent administrative fee to the
towmship.

The town had purchased the property
for $18 million, but sold the land at 215 and
235 Birchwood avenues to the developer
for $18.5 million.

The 225-unit apartment complex
includes 34 affordable hou.sing units and is
several years in the making. The redevelop-
ment was delayed by changing developers
and lawsuits over the township fulfilling its
Mount Laurel requirements, LocalSource
previously reported.

The original plans called for 360 units to
be built on the site.

"Mr. Wall was instrumental in moving
the Birchwood pioject forward and reduc
ing the density at that site by 140 units,"
O'Connor said. “It took years of meetings
and meetings and meetings and 1think it's
one of the most substantial contributions
you made to the town.ship of Cranford, and
1 appreciate it more than you know and |
think eveiy'body in towti knows how hard
you worked on that and appreciates it,
also.”

Dooley said Wall "is especially deserving
of accolades for what 1 consider his signa-
ture accomplishment during his Cranford
tenure. It was the very skillful negotiations
and closeout of the term sheet for town-
ship’s acquisition of the Birchwood proper-
ty, a really impoilant accomplishment. It
required persi.stenee, skill and hi- did it to
the max."

Hannen called Wall “a bright, affable
individual® who went about the unsung
duties of an administrator with prolession-
alism. When it was suggested that Wall ran
the town, Hannen said, “Without ques-
tion,"

“Our form of government, the members

Interest in Nov. 6 election

UNION COUNTY — The millions of dollars being spent on the 7th Congressional Dis-
trict race have made it one of most competitive and high-profile races in the country. With
only one state office position up regionally, several down-ballot races in Union County’s
municipalities also have gained some attention ahead of the Nov. 6 election.

An unusual mayoral race in Roselle Park, along with council elections in towns such as
Springfield, Summit, Mountainside and Cranford, has garnered intere.st, albeit on a local
level.

Democrat Tom Malinow.ski’s challenge of eight-term Republican U'onard 1.Jince for the
7th Congressional District, which encompasses all or parts of 13 Union County towns from
Berkeley Heights to Winfield Park, has cost more than $6 million already, according to the
nonpartisan, nonprofit Center for Responsive Politics. Of that, Malinowski has outspent
Lance by more than 2-to-i.

And the $6 million doesn’t include money spent by groups outside the respective cam-
paigns. Although district lines have been redrawn every 10 years with each new census.
Republicans have held the seat for all but six years since 1914- Two other inde|>endent can-
didates, Gregg Mele and Green Party offering Diane Moxley also are contesting fhe seat.

The other high-profile race has been Republican Bob Hugin’s challenge to two-term
Democratic incumbent Bob Menendez for one of New Jersey's U.S. Senate seats. Hugin, the
executive chairman of Summit-ba,sed Celgene Corp., has based his campaign in Mountain-
side. Six other minor party candidates are also running.

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New county voting machines to get test in Westfieid

WESTFIELD — Voters from throughout the county have
a choice between Spiderman, Batman and the Green
Hornet — supposed candidates in a demonstration of new
voting machines on display at the Union County Annex
building.

However, Westfield residents will be casting their votes
for real candidates in less than two weeks. And there are
plans to roll out the new system to the entire county by next
year, in time for u.se in the 2020 presidential election.

The Union County Board of Chosen Freeholders award-
ed a contract of $i.Q million to Election Systems and Soft-
ware to provide a new vote tabulation system at an Oct. 11
meeting.

m The way we saw it is, if we didn’t do it by next year, we
wouldn’t be able to get it done until 2022,” Nicole Dirado,
administrator for the Union County Board of Elections,
said in an Oct. 18 interview with LocalSource. “We needed
a change and right now was the perfect time to do it.”

The Express Vote XL machine combines a touch-screen
ballot-marking device with a voter verified paper audit trail
and does not connect to the internet, a priority due to the
ongoing national debate regarding election security.

"It can never be hacked because it is not and never will
be attached to the internet,” Dirado said. “The computers
that program it are not attached to the internet and they are
not attached to a network that touches the internet.”

The machine is state certified as well as federally certi-
fied, which isn’t recpiired, according to Dirado.

“The state doesn't require federal certification from the
EAC, but it was important to us that the machine went
through that extra rigor of testing considering the national
concerns with security,” she added, referring to the federal
Elections Assistance Commission.

Compared to the voting machines the town has used for

the past 20 years, the Express Vote XL features a larger
screen, an option for bigger text, and a back-up battery that
can last up to eight hours in the event of a power outage.
“We've been getting a lot of positive feedback, especially
from the older community,” Dirado said. “Some people
were having issues seeing the little green ‘X’ on the current
machines, so they appreciated how large the screen was.”
Richard Barry, who is in charge of demonstrations tak-
ing place at the Colleen Fraser Building on North Avenue,
said he hasn’t received any negative feedback since the
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county unveiled the machines Oct. 13.

“I taught this woman while her husband was doing some
paperwork, and she was so excited to teach him when he
came over,” Barry added. “She showed him how to use the
machine perfectly, which shows you how easy it is to use.”

The verified paper audit trail allows voters to review
their ballot before it’s cast and if there’s an issue, they have
the chance to change it or quit voting altogether. Once it is
cast, the paper ballot is randomly stored.

“There is absolutely nothing on the paper trail that will
identify anyone as a voter,” Dirado stated. “The coding that
will appear on the top simply represents avoter’s selections
on the machine.”

Westfield’s population, with about 25,000 registered
voters, made it an ideal town for the county’s pilot pro-
gram.

“We felt that Westfield would give us a good gauge of
what our resources on election day would have to be to be
able to accommodate questions, problems and poll worker
issues before the polls open,” Dirado said.

Dirado and other county officials anticipate rolling out
the machines to half of the county’s voting districts for the
June 2019 primary and take the machines countywide in
November 2019.

The initial contract award will include 190 voting
machines, two vote tabulators, hardened workstations,
software licensing, training and hardware and software
maintenance. The balance of the contract will be included
in the 2019 capital budget in the amount of $2.9 million for
a total amount not to exceed $4.8 million. By next year,
there will be a total of 432 machines in place throughout
Union County.

“We're happy and we’re confident that this is the
machine for our county,” Dirado added. “And we encourage
everyone from the county to come and test it out during a
demonstration.”
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Springfield committee hopefuls queried on national issues

SPRINGFIELD - Candidates for Town-
ship Committee were forced away from
local issues at an Oct. 22 candidates’
forum, answering questions on national
matters instead of the more usual local top-
ics of budgets and taxes.

Republican incumbent Maria Vassallo
and running mate Jerry Fernandez faced
off against Democratic challengers Chris
Weber and Alex Reiser, each with three
minutes to introduce themselves before a
moderator asked questions from the audi-
ence. Each candidate had one minute to
answer or rebut.

One of the first questions dealt with
whether the Township Committee election
should become nonpartisan, a suggestion
rejected by Weber, who endorsed the party
labels.

“l think that they do help identify us,”
Weber stated.

Fernandez, who is vying for his third
term on the committee, strongly disagreed.

“We are living in a political climate that
is much different than | remember ever,”
he stated in his rebuttal. “I think that when
we bring it to this level, we are just dividing
ourselves.”

Democrats hold a 3-2 majority on coun-
cil with both Republican seats up for grabs
this year.

The debate, sponsored by the Spring-
field Area Chamber of Commerce, later
delved into U.S. immigration policy and
the separation of Mexican children from
their parents at the border.

Fernandez responded by questioning
the relevance of the issue in a debate about
local government.

“On a local level, | don’t think we need
the parties,” he responded. “We're being
chosen to represent Springfield and the
concerns in this town. ... We have to fix a
lot of things and we have to work together
to do it. Democrats, Republicans, inde-
pendents and everyone else — we all need

to work together or we go nowhere.”

In his rebuttal, Keiser mentioned that
Fernandez is the chairman of the local
Republican party.

‘Tou’re right, it’s a national issue. But
your voice does matter as an elected offi-
cial. And if you stand idly by and support
what your national party is doing, well
that’s a disgrace,” he said.

Keiser went on to call Fernandez a hyp-
ocrite. “What bothered me there is that he
guestioned my leadership,” Fernandez
stated in a phone interview on Friday, Oct.
26. “I have helped lead Springfield out of
Hurricane Sandy and Hurricane Irene and
when | went and helped those people, no
one asked me if | was a Democrat or a
Republican.”

Vassallo, who's running with Fernandez
on a platform that focuses on redevelop-
ment, said that some important issues
weren’t address at the forum.

“It was unfortunate that we couldn’t

touch upon more issues that 1 know the
township of Springfield is facing, Vassallo
said in a phone interview on Friday, Oct.
26. “We didn’t touch upon flooding, taxes
or much redevelopment and 1 think those
are important issues.”

Weber, who is running witli Keiser on a
platform that focuses on communication,
echoed his challenger’s feelings.

“I believe that the forum could've had a
few more questions, and it seemed to be cut
a little short,” he said in a phone interview
on Friday, Oct. 26. “l would've liked to talk
more about recreation programs and
shared services.”

Of the 14 questions asked, one touched
upon whether a township committee made
up of solely one party would be detrimental
to Springfield.

“We're all individual thinkers. My life
experiences are way different than Alex’s,”
Weber said. “I'm not afraid to agree with a
Republican and I'm not afraid to disagree
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with a Democrat. | just want what is being
done to be the In-st for what my town
needs.”

Fernandez di.sagreed.

“I wouldn't want to see a 5-0 majority in
any party,” he said, "lInfortunately, an
indei>endent is very difficult to win. So,
until wo change the form of government,
you have to nin in a party."

Fernandez and Va.ssallo, who have both
been involved with the township's business
improvement district, believe that down
town redevelopment is where thi> town
should be headed.

"1 find that it’s a major thorn in resi-
dents' sides ... they always ask what's going
on with the downtown,"” Vassallo told
IxiculSource. “Jerry and | bring expi-rience
to the town in regards to redevelopment.”

Fernandez said that becomes when
dealing with the township's budget.

“Another part of our platform is being
fiscally responsible,” Fernandez told l.ocal-
Source, “We need to develop our town by
doing more with less so we don't incr<-ase
the budget.”

Webt'r, a retired police officer who now
works in real e.state, and Keiser, a lifelong
Springfield resident who works for the New
Jersey State la*gi.slature, believe that com-
munication between township officials and
the public needs major improvement.

“Communication is probably one of the
biggest things for us becau.se you can go on
the towmship's website right now and not
be able to get updated minutes to meet-
ings," Keiser said in an Oct. 25 phone inter
view. “There are different things that we
can do to reach a broader audience by
using social media and a print newsletter
for our seniors.”

Weber agreed that the township has
struggled to reach all residents.

“We need communication and we need
to reach everybody," he told IxicalSoun'e.
“Like | mentioned in the debate, | think it's
important for the town to have a public
information officer."
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Union school board candidates take to Facebook

UNION — Without a local cable TV chan-
nel access to cover their debate, school board
candidates t(K)k to the internet to get their
messages out, even if this method came with-
out any back-and-forth exchanges.

Six candidates — running in two groups of
three — held separate Facelwok live forums
Monday, Oct. 22, the original date of the
12'ague of Women Voters’ debate that was
canceled following a change in TV34 channel
P)licy and a .subsc™quent lack of participation.

The groups, “Knowledge, Kx|)erience and
Integrity,” comprised of former .sch(K)l board
President Ronnie McDowell, KalLsha Mor-
gan and Kim Ruiz, and “Save Our Schtwls,”
made up of Steven l,e, Michelle Schulz and
the Rev. Samuel Wright, made their pitches
for the three .seats in the Nov. 6 election.

Fach of the two FacelKK)k live forums
had a nuxlerator to ask the que.stions }X)sed
by viewers.

Questions rangexi from what the candi-
dates will do for special needs .students with
individual education plans to what they feel
is the primary work of a board member.

“I've dealt with repre.senting students that
weren't rtxeiving the proper services that
were laid out in their IKP,” Ruiz, who's been
an attorney ftr 14 years, said during her
group’s fonim. “1 have both law and special
ixlucation exia'rience.”

McDowell holds a ma.ster’s degree in spe-
cial education and Morgan has a sptxial edu-
cation certificate from Kean University.

“'niere’s always Ix<*n a long-standing stig-
ma against sjxxial needs childien and I Uiink
it's very important to start building bridges to
ensure that ifyou have an IEP, you are treat-
ed with the same dignity and respect as other
students,” l,e .said during the “Save Our
Scluxils” forum.

Both groujxs had similar an.swers with
R'gard to Uie primary work of board mem-
bers.

“Tlic BOK doesn’t run the .schwil district.
We work with the suix-rintendent to make
sun- that the district nins efficiently and
effectively,” Morgan said.

“You should be able to ensure the public
that the central offic'e is doing what tliey’'re
supixxsed too,” Schulz said.

McDowell, Morgan, Ruiz and Schulz all
have children currently attending Union
public sch(X)ls; Wright has two grandchil-
dren in the district, and Le is a lifelong Union
resident and product of the township’s public
schools.

All the candidates agreed that it is the
board’sjob to work as a group, but each side
had different priorities regarding what they
would try to implement or change first.

“In the immediate, we want to restore fis-
cal responsibility and public trust in the
management of our schools, so that we can
reinvest in our children and our classrooms,”
I£ stated in an email.

Morgan suggested a newsletter that
should Ix; distributed to every parent in the
district.

“I think we would like to start a monthly
newsletter to the parents to, not only address
the issue of transparency, but to celebrate the
g(xxI things going on in our district,” Morgan
said in a phone interview with LocalSource
on Sunday, Oct. 28.

lhe two groups traded barbs before the
forums, including a video that was posted
Monday, Oct. 15, to the Save Our Schools
candidates’ Facebook page regarding
McDowell’s time as BOE president.

lhe group, among other accusations,
claimed McDowell “failed our children and
failed our schools,” pointing to the district's
scores in math on the Partnership for Assess-
ment of Readiness for College and Careers
standardized test.

McDowell replied in a statement at the
BOE meeting on Tuesday, Oct. 16.

‘Ilhe board can only act as a whole,” he
said. “One individual cannot accomplish any-
thing. So, when 1 see me being blamed for
everything, it's disheartening.”

Tlie Facebook Live forums came about
when the Union Township Council voted to
bar debates from the TV34 local access chan-
nel at its meeting on Tuesday, Aug. 28. The
change came about due to the League of
Women Voters’ policy against allowing
unopposed candidates to participate in the
televised debate.

Without TV34 access, the “Save Our
Schixxls” candidates decided against partici-
pating in the debate. They did, however,
agree to three-minute candidate statements
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to be televised by 'TV34.

According to Le, UnionTV34 confirmed
that last year’s BOE Candidates' Forum had
368 views, with only nine viewers watching
the entire debate.

“Our campaign then made a strategic
decision to move forward with a Facebook
Live forum to answer the public’s questions
on important issues. As a result, our Face-
book Live generated over 1,500 views,” Le
said in an enudl on Sunday, Oct. 28.

The other candidates who wanted to par-
ticipate in the LWV debate even after TV34's
fxilicy chEmge, but decided not to do three-
minute candidate statements, agreed that
their Facebook Live forum was a success.

“Our forum went on longer than expected
because we got so many questions,” Morgan
said in a phone interview on Sunday, Oct. 28.
“People didn't know that we were such a
strong team and | beheve that we reached
more viewers than past debates.”

Le said he believes voters need to be

informed about who is running for the board
in his email.

“Former BOE President McDowell said
when he was first elected to the board, ‘hold
us accountable!” And we are going to hold
Mr. McDowell to account on his record of
mismanagement: the budget crisis, layoffe,
cuts, high school performance, and more,” he
said.

According to Lee, “Voters need to be
informed of what they will be getting, if Mr.
McDoweD is returned to the board.”

McDoweD responded to the criticism,
claiming he’s being blamed for things that
occurred not under his watch.

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Elizabeth man is sentenced
for killing wife, discarding
body in abandoned home

An Elizabeth man has been sentenced to
32 years in state prison for killing his wife in
the home they shared with their young child
four years ago, discarding her body in an
abandoned house 10 miles away and repeat-
edly lying to investigators, the Union County
Prosecutor’s Office said in an Oct. 9 release.

Abayuba Rivas, 43, was sentenced to 25
years for aggravated manslaughter and
seven additional years for endangering the
welfare of a child on by state Superior Court
Judge Robert Kirsch Oct. 5, according to the
release.

Rivas must serve at least 85 percent of the
25-year term before the consecutive seven-
year sentence begins, under the provisions
of New Jersey’s No Early Release Act.

Rivas was convicted in July of killing
Karla Jose Villagra Garzon, 32, in February
2014, and taking her body inside a suitcase
to avacant residence on Southern Boulevard
in Chatham, where he left her on a mattress
in the basement, according to Union County
Assistant Prosecutor Caroline Lawlor, who
prosecuted the case.

Rivas reported Garzon missing the next
morning, telling authorities that she had
gone out the night before but never
returned, Lawlor said.

A citywide search for Garzon ensued.
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boosted by fidends and family members who
took to social media to urge citizens to help
find her. Rivas, too, went on camera for
media interviews to plead for assistance
from the public before ultimately confessing
to police that he had killed her.

Rivas eventually was identified as a sus-
pect in the case, and, following his confes-
sion, was arrested and held on $2 million
bail.

Garzon’s body, with duct tape binding her
hands and covering her eyes and mouth, was
recovered from the vacant home approxi-
mately three weeks after she was reported
missing. An autopsy conducted by the Union
County Medical Examiner’s Oftice revealed
her cause of death as asphyxiation vdth
blunt-force trauma contributing.

In July, following a trial lasting more
than a month, and four days ofjury deliber-
ations, Rivas was found innocent of murder,
but guilty of first-degree aggravated
manslaughter, second-degree endangering
the welfare of a child, second-degree dese-
cration of human remains, two related
weapons offenses, and three counts of hin-
dering apprehension.

Rivas’ sentences on his remaining
charges will run concurrently to his 32-year
term, the release said.

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Linden mayor accuses assemblyman of meddling in BOE election

LINDEN — A post on Mayor Derek
Armstead Facebook and Twitter accounts
has accused state Assemblyman Jamel
Holley of trying to interfere with the city’s
Board of Education elections and urged
him to “stay out of Linden!”

According to the post that appeared Oct.
22, Armstead alleged that Holley had paid
children to distribute campaign literature
in Linden Wards 2, 6, 9 and to. Holley, the
former Roselle mayor, represents District
20. which includes Elizabeth, Hillside,
Roselle and Union.

“My (juestion is why the sudden intere.st
in the Board of Education race in Linden?”
Armstead wrote. “November 6th, vote Col-
umn 2 Moral Fiscal Responsibility candi-
dates to keep outsiders Out of Linden.”

Armstead said during an Oct. 24 phone
interview that his wife, Danie, had alleged-
ly encountered “some kids” passing out
campaign fliers for Linden Board of Educa-
tion candidates Kyle Holder, Tanya Gris-
.sett and incumbent Theresa Villani. When
his wife asked who had sent them to dis-
tribute the fliers, Armstead said they told
her "it was Jamel Holley.”

Armstead supports candidates Patrick
Gargano, Doris Johnson and Marianthe
Manganello for the school board.

“It’s the season and things like this heat
up,” Armstead said. “Elections are what
they are and we try to tell people ifyou're in
another district, just stay in your own dis-
trict. Don't try to come over into our dis-
trict, We're not over there, so don't come
over here. It’s not too complicated."”

Holley posted a lengthy reply on Ann-
stead's FacebiK)k page. In it he asked the
“staff and wife of Derek Armstead” - who
he claimed manages the mayor’s Facebook
page “to keep your widely false informa-
tion about me regarding this race to your-
eself.”

“1 have not financed, campaigned, nor
officially endorsed any candidate in the
Cit>' of Linden," Holley wrote in the post.
“However, one now wonders and should
speculate why you would draw me into this
race. If Roselle youth worked on Linden
campaigns so be it. They have parents!
They have a right.”

According to the post, Holley acknowl-
edged that Holder had serv'ed as his legisla-
tive director.

“Kyle specifically worked on matters of
legislation and as a result the only involve-
ment | had in the CiW of Linden board of
education was my vote to add $27.3 million
to Linden schools.” Holley wrote. “In addi-

tion, my vote lent support to Linden will
provide another $48.7m to its public
schools by 2025.”

According to Holley’s post, he met with
Arm.stead three times during the past sev-
eral weeks to “assist Linden with a difficult
redevelopment project” that “had the
potential of not happening.” After several
meetings, the project is “on its way for the
benefit of Linden residents.”

Armstead disputed Holley’s assertion
that he had stepped in to help with a proj-
ect in Linden. He said he and Holley serve
on the Linden Roselle Sewerage Authority.
Armstead said he recently brought Ten-
nessee-based Aries Energy to the table to
process sludge, but that things were “mov-
ing slow."

“Some of the lawyers involved were
dragging their feet and not moving as expe-
ditiously as 1 would like to see them move,”
Armstead said. “I became a member of the
board and had to get this thing on a differ-
ent track, get it moving.”

good working relationship, he said, “We
have different political backgrounds, let me
put it that way. My interests in politics are
a lot different than his. Unfortunately,
some of the very people who brought him
in have worked tirelessly to see me not
where | am today. Let me put it that way.”

When asked for a comment during an
Oct. 25 phone interview, Holley said, “You
can take that (social media) response if you
want, but I'm not going to go on the
record.”

Armstead said he wasn’t sure if his
social media posts would stop youths from
allegedly coming firom Roselle to pass out
campaign literature for Holder, Grissett
and Villani.

“When things like this happen, | address
them immediately,” Armstead said. “I'm
not that shy politician from 20 years ago.
I'm very forthright with my approach to
other politicians, especially if I know their
origins, how they came into politics and if
my experience with them tells me what
their political philosophy is and what they
believe in.

“If I don't find that to be advantageous
sometimes to our community, | will chal-
lenge those individuals. That’s just who |
am.”

There are three positions open on the
Linden Board of Education. Each one is for
a three-year term.

Armstead clashed with school superin-
tendent Danny Robertozzi in August when
the Board of Education discussed the idea
of asking the county Board of Election to
remove June primary voting from its
schools in the name of student and staff
safety. Board president Raymond Topoles-
ki said several parents complained they
had to adhere to the school district’'s more
stringent security measures while voters
were allowed to enter without vetting.

In a press release, Armstead blasted
Robertozzi, referring to the safety issue as a
“smokescreen” and claiming the BOE was
engaging in voter suppression.

The Board of Elections eventually
denied the school board’s request to
remove the voting.

Robertozzi said at the Sept. 20 meeting
that the school district will go to “Plan B.”
Schools are allotted four snow days each
year; the first unused snow day or “give-
back day” will be used to close schools for
the primary June 4. If all four snow days
are used, “Plan C” will go into effect, which
will remove the vacation day scheduled for
the Monday after Easter and use it to close
schools for the June primary.

Robertozzi said if those plans fall
through, the BOE will declare a half day,
and will look into having a police presence
inside the schools.

School Nos. 1, 2,4,5,6,9 and 10; Myles
J. McManus Middle School and Linden
High School are used for voting, according
to the Linden City Clerk’s Office. In addi-
tion, Firehouse No. 3, the John T. Gregorio
Recreation Center, PAL Building, St.
Theresa’s Church complex and the T7th
Ward and 8th Ward recreation centers are
also used for voting.

State ethics charges have been filed
against the two Board of Education mem-
bers who were quoted in Armstead’s press
release, Gregory Martucci and Katarzyna
Kozak. Topoleski confirmed during an
Oct. 19 phone interview that charges were
filed by board member Ahmed Shehata.
The board also voted 6-0 with one absten-
tion to add its official sanction to the
charges filed with the School Ethics Com-
mission.

In a Sept. 29 Facebook post, Armstead
called the ethic charges against Martucci
and Kozak “baseless” and “frivolous.”

Vote no on Public Question No. 1

In addition to electing candi-
dates to various offices, the general
election on Tuesday, Nov. 6, also
gives voters the opportunity to vote yes or no on pub-
lic questions, 'fhis year, there is only one public ques-
tion in New .Jersey: Do you approve the Securing Our
Children’s Future Bond Act? We urge people to vote
no on this.

On its face, the Securing Our Children’s Future
Bond Act sounds as if it were a productive choice.
Unfortunately, for all it promises, it delivers some-
thing far different. Originally, the Democratic-led
Legislature proposed a $i billion measure to provide
grants to county vocational school districts and
school security projects. Democratic Gov. Phil Mur-
phy, however, recognized the .state’s already heavy
debt load and halved this legislative proposal to $500
million, rationalizing that the estimated total debt
payments for the original proposal would range from
$1.7 billif)n to $2.2 billion for a 30-year period,
depending on interest and other factors. While his
restraint is commendable, $500 million is still a lot
of money to owe for a state whose current debt serv-
ice in the fiscal year tops $4 billion, placing New Jer-
sey in the top five states for tax-supported debt.

rhe $500 million is very specifically meted out as
well, with $350 million allocated for career and tech-
nical education grants at county vocational schools
and for school security projects in K-12 schools; $50
million allocated for career and technical education
grants at county colleges; and $100 million allocated
for school districts — local, regional, county special
services, county vocational and those under state
inteiA'ention — for the repair and replacement of
water supply infrastnicture to improve water quality
in .schools. The career and technical education grants
are for construction and upgrading of buildings and
equipment to increase capacity in GTE programs.

'This isn’'t a free pass though, as
approved projects at county voca-
tional schools and county colleges
still require the county to support 25 percent of the
cost.

Yes, this bond is intended to increase the capacity
of county vocational school districts and county col-
leges to serve more students and better equip them
with the skills necessary to compete in high-demand,
high-growth career opportunities. This would aim to
foster an educational environment that combines
core academics with real-world experience, allowing
the state to retain high-demand industries and
attract new ones. And of course it’s important to
improve school security and improve school district
water infrastructure, but where does all this addi-
tional money come from?

The obvious answer is the public high schools,
which are already struggling to stay afloat. This is
neither fiscally prudent or possible.

Just to be clear, there is little clarification about
the criteria for grant approval, making it difficult for
voters to know how much money will be spent for
career and technical education grants versus district
school security upgrades. So again, public schools
might be getting the short end of the stick, without
voters even knowing what they are approving. And
all the while, we are increasing New Jersey’s debt
and, according to the latest state debt report, our cur-
rent bonded debt is $41.8 billion. We already spend
so much on our schools, which is not necessarily a
bad practice. Instead of spending more though, we
should look to spend more wisely and get more out of
what we’re already investing. Perhaps then we could
better secure the futures of our children and genera-
tions to come.

We urge people to vote no on Public Question No.
1: the Securing Our Children’s Future Bond Act.

"The first 'lI'uesday following the
first Monday in November is when
the general election takes place
throughout the country, and New' Jersey is no excep-
tion.

LEFT OUT

When Tom O’Brien approached the dais at the Cran-
ford Township meeting last week, it wasn't expected he
would set a line of demarcation that would send a buzz
through the community.

In the 1970s and ‘80s he was an active player on the
local 2oning and Planning boards and, significantly, the
start of the then-Downtown Management Corporation.

His professional retirement and the lure of a Cape
Cod second home had taken him far out of the public eye.
That public vacation ended for a time last week.

O'Brien’s original interest was a relatively benign
ordinance dealing with parking on Springfield Avenue,
but like a Fourth of July firecracker, the municipal
approval of a tattoo parlor — aka body art studio — and
simmering changes to the local school system brought
forth the return of an old warrior concerned with future
of the community.

Speaking late last week, O'Brien used terms like
“radio silence” and the lack of visible capital improve-
ment to make his point that the so-called school “re-
imagining” was not in the community’s interest.

He tangled briefly with Deputy Mayor Ann Dooley
about the township fathers accepting their responsibility
regarding any school change.

Her references to a “road show” required no response.
When she immodestly proclaimed that she gets all the
facts first, and by inference others may not be as smart as
her, O’'Brien offered the choice of either getting the facts
or letting the events just take place.

Maybe the most entertaining moment was one which
was akin to an overzealous second-year law student in a
trial advocacy class, who feels the desire to fi'equently
interrupt. O’Brien firmly said, “I’'m speaking.”

On the future of the downtown, O’Brien engaged in
some open field running. Last week, he further elaborat-
ed, saying, “I see Cranford as a town surrounded by sub-
urban towns.”

He bluntly sees a distinction. Beyond the dismal
image of a tattoo parlor at the entrance of the communi-
ty, he referenced at the meeting the adverse impact of
trying to emulate Hoboken. O’Brien readily acknowl-
edges that some changes are needed, especially in light of
the court pressures for more affordable housing, and the
central business district being the likely location.

The idea of school busing in the community brought
forth a mixture of anger and adverse analysis. O’Brien
can be loquacious on the subject.

The need for balance and discussion may have been
sparked. A recent Saturday night saw a joyous down-
town, with the restaurants humming with business, kids
taking pictures in front of the creative scarecrows pre-
pared by merchants and couples just strolling. The local
DMC deserv'es big-time kudos.

Balance this with frustration over the lack of enforce-
ment against drivers who cause increasing trafficjams on
North and South Avenue, blithely waiting in the middle
of the intersection and blocking traffic after the light
changes. Blocking the box should be a township ticket
bonanza and a major step to enforcing traffic flow.

The continued blocking of traffic on North Avenue as
Starbucks customers spill onto the highway also should

Some people love Atlantic City, that
enduring combination of gambling mecca
and seaside resort. It is a place where
breathtaking Atlantic coast scenery is
locked in a pitched battle for tourist atten-
tion with artificial environments designed
to shut out the outside world. Atlantic City
is a paradox with hotel rooms.

I was on my way to a conference there
recently when | drove through the beautiful
New Jersey Pine Barrens, home of the i.i
million acre Pinelands National Reserve.
The gardener and naturalist in me loves the
area because it remains so serene and time-
less despite its proximity to high concentra-
tions of human beings.

The line of demarcation between the rest
of the state and the coeistal area that enclos-
es the barrens starts when roadside soil
begins to turn noticeably sandy. That sandy
soil, which is high in acid content and low in
plant nutrients, gave rise to the name "bar-
rens.” In mid-fall, the austere pines that
gave the area the first part of its nickname
contrasted sharply with the softness of the
many deciduous trees, arrayed in seasonal
reds and yellows.

"Barrens" is an evocative word, but it is
also a complete misnomer. By some esti-
mates, the New Jersey Pine Barrens ishome
to at least 850 plant species, including trees.

More Narcan availability
To the Editor:

According to the New Jersey Department
of Health, more people have succumbed to
heroin overdose than deaths from suicide,
homicide, traffic accidents and AIDS.

To offset and combat such alarming num-
bers, consideration should be given by the
Linden City Council to enlarge the number of
Narcan sites available.

As one recognizes, it is available Linden
schools and consideration should be given to
those Linden sites that cater to various indi-
viduals, such as perhaps the Linden library,
bars, assorted Linden eateries and those sites
which attract large party gatherings during
New Year’s and Christmas events.

When Linden first responders arrive at a
traffic accident scene, to save avictim's life, a
more prominent Narcan usage within lin-
den can offer a pathway to victims of a drug
overdose.

shrubs, \ines, grasses, annuals and peren-
nials. A number of those species are classi-
fied as endangered or threatened. Notable
among the many regional curiosities are so-
called pygmy trees, mature pines and oaks
under 11 feet tall. Though short in stature,
the trees cover a territory' of about 12,000
acres.

Some of the plants, like the Pine Barrens
gentian, or Gentiana autumnalis, a small
plant with bright blue, five-petaled flowers,
are unique to the area.

Others, like the pink lady's slipper orchid
or Cypripedium acaule, are also found in
woodlands outside the Barrens, but are in
short supply. Pitcher plants, those curious-
ly fascinating carnivorous creatures, thrive
in the moist environment, as do the insects
they feed upon.

The four elements defined by the ancient
Greeks — fire, water, soil and air — are all
abundant in the Pine Barrens, but the most
surprising is fire. For millennia lightning-
induced fires helped the vegetation thrive.
Fires thinned out understory plants, allow-
ing trees more sunlight and less plant com-
petition. Some species' seeds germinate

only after exposure to fire. Others, like
pitch pine or Pinus rigida. have developed
adaptations that allow them to resprout
quickly after fires have ended. In modem
times, many Pine Barrens fires have had
human origins. No matter how fires start,
scientists continue to debate whether or
how much those fires should be controlled.

Pine barrens flora received a great bot)St
through the work of F.lizabeth C. White,
1871-1954. White is best known as the
mother of the New Jersey blueberry indus-
try, hai-ing tamed the wild berry plants that
thrive in the barrens and initiating com-
mercial production. She was also passion-
ate about the region's native plants and
established a garden of them at her home,
Suningive, in the village of Whitesbog in
Gloucester County.

She spread the word %ia speaking
engagements and radio programs, welcom-
ing visitors to see the Pinelands plants
thriv'ing in a home garden.

Most gardeners cannot approximate the
Pinelands environment and most would not
want to. Still, if you live in a neighborhoiKI
that supports lots of azaleas, rhododen-
drons, or mountain laurels, your soil is
acidic. Combine that with low, wet spots,
and some Pinelands plants might be right
for you.

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Ex-Kenilworth schools super pleads guilty in 'pooping’ case

Former Kenilworth Superintendent
Thomas Tramaglini, who became knowm as
the “Super Pooper” in headlines across the
country' and beyond, has pleaded guilty in
Holmdel Municipal Court to defecating in
public.

A spokesperson in the court confirmed
that Tramaglini pleaded guilty to a non-
criminal municipal offense Wednesday,
Oct. 24, and will pay a $500 fine. She also
confirmed that the charges of lewdness and
littering had been dropped. Matthew
Adams, Tramaglini’s attorney, said he suf-
fered from a type of bowel condition while
running. Tramaglini was a competitive
runner, according to published reports.

The story of Tramaglini’'s May 1 arrest
for defecating on the Holmdel High School
athletic field drew international attention.
Tramaglini, 42, who lives about 4 miles
from the field in Matawan, was charged
with lewdness, littering and defecating in
public, Holmdel police Sgt. Theodore Sigis-
mondi said in a May 3 phone interview.

“The Holmdel school resource officer
was alerted by Holmdel High School staff
and coaches that they were finding human
feces, on or near the area of the high school
track/football field on a daily basis,”
Holmdel police said on its Facebook page.
“The SRO officer, along with school staff,
monitored the area and was able to identi-
fy a subject responsible for the acts.”

Thomas Tramaglini

Three days after Tramaglini’s arrest, the
Kenilworth school board voted to accept
his request for paid administrative leave.
At the July 26 meeting, the board voted to
accept his resignation, effective Sept. 30.

According to documents obtained by
LocalSource through an Open Public
Record Act request, the board agreed to
pay former Tramaglini more than
$100,000 in a separation agreement, and
to give Tramaglini five months of pay for
the time between when he went on leave in
May and his final day in September.

Tramaglini, who had a yearly salary of
$147,504, according to state records, will
also receive a one-time payment of
$24,584, or two months of his salary’, as

part of the separation agreement signed by-
school board President Nancy Zimmerman
and Vincent Gonnella, the school business
administrator, Thursday, July 26. Addi-
tionally, the former sujierintendent will
receive $23,827 for the 42 unused vacation
days he accrued since he started at the
position Feb. 16, 2016.

Marilym Birnbaum was hired in a unan-
imous vote at the school board’s meeting
on Monday, Aug. 13. Birnbaum will serve
as acting and interim superintendent until
June 30 — or until a permanent superin-
tendent is hired.

"Based on events unrelated to his serv-
ice for Kenilworth, it has beeotne clear to
both Dr. Tramaglini and the Kenilworth
Board of Education that his continued
service as superintendent of schools has
become too much of a distraction to the
main mission of the district,” Zimmerman
1 Saed Thursday, .July 26.

Races are also being contested in the 8th, 10th and 12th Con-

gressional Districts. Incumbent Democrat Albio Sires is seeking a
fourth term in the 8th, which encompasses Elizabeth, against
Republican John Muniz. Democrat Donald Payne Jr., who took
over from his father, Donald Payne Sr., is seeking a fourth term in
the toth, which includes Hillside, Linden, Rahway, Roselle, Roselle
Park and parts of Union. Payne is running against Republican Agha
Khan and three smaller party candidates such as Lil*rtarian Scott
Diroma.

In the 12th District, which includes Fanwood, Plainfield and
parts of Scotch Plains, Democrat Bonnie Watson Coleman is seek-
ing a third term against Republican Daryl Kipnis.

Countywide, Republicans again will try to end their 20-year
absence from the county Board of Chosen Freeholders. Republi-
cans, including former Garwood Mayor Patricia Quattrocchi, for-
mer Garwood Councilman Joe Samo and Peter Kane, will seek to
defeat incumbent Democrats Al Mirabella, Andrea Staten and Kim-
berly Mouded.

Additionally, Democrat Rebecca Williams will seek to finish out
the term of the seat she was appointed to earlier this year against
Republican challenger Peter Lijoi.

Williams replaced Linda Carter, who resigned to fill the unex-
pired 22nd Legislative District Assembly term of Jerry Green, who
died in office. Carter is running against Republican John Quattroc-
chi, the former mayor s husband.

Locally, Roselle Park offers one of the more interesting races.

Mayor Carl Hokanson won as a Democrat four years ago, but
when he didn’t get the endorsed line on the primaiy ballot from
party officials in the spring, he changed his registration to inde-
pendent. He is running against endorsed Democrat Joe Signorello
111 and Republican William Fahoury.

Town Democratic officials said they didn’t give the endorsement
to Hokanson because he “wjisn’t a team player.” Hokanson has said
he angered party officials by picking both Republicans and well as
Democrats for town positions. Five of the six council seats are occu-
pied by Republicans, including Thomas Shipley, who is seeking re-
election in the 5th Ward against Robert Mathieu.

Democrat Joseph Petrosky is seeking re-election in the 2nd
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Local elections include interesting races

Ward against Republican challenger Richard Graves in the only
other open seat in Roselle Park.

In Mountainside, Democrats Anjali Mehrotra and lleana
Montes are looking to end the RepubUcan domination of the Bor-
ough Council.

The pair has been sharply critical of council members, including
incumbent Robert Messier, following a lawsuit

that accuses borough officials of ignoring sexual harassment in
its police department. Two senior officers, including Chief Allan
Attanasio, resigned following the filing of the suit earlier this year.

In addition to Messier, Rachel Pater is seeking to retain the seat
she was appointed to in September, when she replaced Wendy
Fech-Caccamo, who resigned.

Just north in Springfield, Maria Vassallo and Jerry Fernandez
will be seeking to hold the two Republican seats in a town that
moved to a 3-2 Democrat majority in the past two years. Vassallo is
defending her seat and Fernandez is running to retain Diane Stam-
poulos’ position against Democratic challengers Chris Weber and
Alex Keiser.

The situation is slightly different in Summit, where Republicans
are looking to hold their 2nd Ward Common Council seat, occupied
by Mary Ogden, and take Democrat David Naidu’s chair in the 1st
Ward to flip the 4-3 Democratic majority into a 4-3 Republican
advantage.

Louis Desocio is running on the Republican side for Ogden’s
seat against Democrat challenger Gregory Vartan. Naidu is up
against John Dougherty.

In the center of the county, Cranford Mayor Tom Hannen is
looking to hold on to his council position against a Republican chal-
lenger that was defeated last year. Richard Buontempo was defeat-
ed last year along with Andis Kalnins when the two ran against
Patrick Gilblin and Jean-Albert Maisonneuve. Michael Petrucci
was the Republican nominee until he withdrew in August and was
replaced by Buontempo.

Cranford has been embroiled in a development controversy'
involving the underutilized 30-acre light industrial and office com-
plex site at 750 Walnut Ave. Cranford Planning Board hearings on
a proposal to construct 905 apartments has drawn significant local
resistance.

County OKs rec grants at 'mobile’ meeting

SUMMIT — Twenty towns received
grants totaling $1.1 million to put toward
recreation and tree maintenance, money
approved Thursday, Oct. 25, at the second
of the Union County Board of Chosen
Freeholders' “mobile meetings,” designed
to take the weekly government meetings
around the county.

The two countywide grant programs,
the Kids Recreation Trust Fund and
Greening Union County, were awarded by
the freeholders through the Union County-
Open Space, Kids Recreation and Historic
Preservation Trust Fund.

‘This fund works on improving the
quality of life for all of our residents
throughout the county,” Freeholder and
Union County Open Space Trust Fund
Chairman Alexander Mirabella said at the
meeting. “Park upgrades for our children,
ADA improvements and preserving our
historic sites are all important contribu-
tions that we're making in partnerships
invoh-ing municipalities.”

For Clark Recreation Director Ralph

Bernardo, this year’s grant meant more to
the township than in prior years.

“This year we’re doing something spe-
cial in Clark where we’re going to be build-
ing a new playground in dedication to our
own Caitlin Nelson that passed away last
year,” Bernardo said before accepting the
checks.

Nelson choked while partaking in a
Greek life pancake-eating contest in April
2017. She was rushed to the hospital and
died three days later.

“Prior to that, her father was lost in the
Sept. 11 attacks so it's a double tragedy.
This money will go toward the new park
that's op>ening on May 3, which is her
birthday,” Bernardo added.

The township will be working with the
Where Angels Play Foundation, an organi-
zation that helps municipalities build play-
grounds after tragedies.

Some of the biggest grants included
$90,000 to Elizabeth for the installation
of synthetic turf at Sisselman Field;
$70,000 to Union for basketball court
upgrades, picnic area, benches, tables and
surfacing at Friberger Park; and $10,800

to Summit to plant 70 trees.

“Like many other towns in this part of
the state, we took a beating back in March,
so we're really grateful to have this money
to plant more trees,” Summit Mayor Nora
Radest said.

The fund was established back in 2000
with a focus on expanding and improving
county parks but, in 2004, they added the
Kids Recreation Trust Fund and Greening
Union County to this mission. The 2018
Kids Recreation Trust Fund totaled $1 mil-
lion in matching grants and the Greening
Union County funding totaled $100,475 in
“tree for tree" matching grants.

The freeholders offered their condo-
lences to the family of Hillside Police Offi-
cer Giovanni Esposito, who died in an
early morning off-duty motor vehicle acci-
dent in Linden on Monday, Oct. 15.

“Not only was he one of my first
appointees when | was a mayor, but he
also was only the young age of 30. He only-
served for one year in that capacity as a
police officer so that really puts a lot of
things into perspective,” Freeholder
Angela Garretson said at the meeting.

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Rahway River flood project hits another snag

CRANFORD -- The good news for the
hundreds of thousands of residents living
in several municipalities along the Rahway
River is that a project to alleviate frequent
flooding in those areas has been deemed a
national priority. The bad news is that the
2()-year project, which has seen as many
bends and turns as the river itself, is again
mired in the mud.

Former Mayor Dan Aschenbach, coordi-
nator of the Mayor’s Council on Rahway
River Watershed Flood Control, told the
Cranford Towmshi|) Committee at its Oct. 9
meeting that the United States Army Corps
of Engineers has at lea.st temporarily halted
a plan to add drainage outlets at the
Orange Reservoir Dam in West Orange.

Under "Alternative 4a,” of the plan, the
pipes would allow for the controlled release
of water through the Rahway River two
ilays prior to a storm, lowering the level of
the reseiwolr so it can absorb excess rain-
fall. Aschenbach said the reservoir would
be able to hold about 225 million gallons of
water that would otherwise flow down-
stream and potentially spill over the river’'s
banks in Cranford, Rahway and Spring-
field.

Aschenbach, a four-term mayor of Cran-
ford, said the chief engineer for the project
objected at “the itth hour,” citing “a con-
cern about using forecasts."

“The corps is very conservative in using
the strategy,” Aschenbach told the commit-
tee. “Other federal, other state agencies use
it. 'he N.IDFP (New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection) uses it. We
have seven other dams in New .fersey. So,
it s getting that argument that as a federal
project that they’ll accept that.”

The Mayor’s Council, which con.sists of
current Cranford Mayor Tom Hannen,
Millburn Mayor Cheryl Burstein, Spring-
field Mayor Richard Huber, Rahway Mayor
Raymond Uiacobbe, Union Mayor Suzette
Cavadas, Kenilworth Mayor Anthony
DelLuca and Maplewood Mayor Victor
DelLuca, has appealed the decision.
Aschenbach said the council is awaiting a
reply.

When asked by Committeewoman Mary
O’Connor if appeals to the USAGE “are
favorable, ever,” Aschenbach said, “I think
their feet have to be put on fire ... is my
understanding.” He went on to say that a
key to getting the Rahway River Basin
FIe>d Risk Management Study to this point
came when U.S. Sen. Bob Menendez
threatened to block the appointment of a
deputy general to the USAGE until the “this
matter got resolved.”

“We wouldn’t have had this further
development unless that happened,”
Aschenbach said.

For Aschenbach, the Mayor’s Council
and the residents along the river, the clock
is ticking. He said a storm such as Hurri-
cane Irene, which devastated the township
in August 2011, could come at any time.

ANOTHER DELAY -

Residents along the Rahway River, especially those in

Cranford, wince with every forecast of heavy rain, which raises the level of
the waterway like it did during an April storm.

Cranford, sometimes referred to the
“Venice of New Jersey,” was flooded when
the levees were breached and river water
rushed into town. Residents who canoed
the Rahway on summer days were forced to
use their boats to flee their flooded homes.

Aschenbach, Cranford’s mayor at the
time, estimates that the storm caused more
than $ioo million in damage to the town-
ship, with more than 400 houses suffering
first-floor damage, and 1,600 — or almost
20 percent of residences in the township —
suffering some flood damage.

There was significant damage to the
police station, municipal complex, high
1 school and the Cranford Canoe Club. More
than 70,000 tons of household debris were
removed from the township.

Aschenbach cited a fiscal year 2019
budget report that said the USAGE “is
directed to provide to the Committees of
Appropriations of both Houses of Congress
quarterly briefings on the current schedule
to bring this study to completion, with the
first briefing to occur not later than 30 days
after the enactment of this act. The Corps is
encouraged to include funding for the
study in future budget submissions as
well.”

He said that, as of Oct. 1, there was $1
million available for federal and state
efforts to arrive at a plan. The project was
shifted to the USAGE office in New Eng-
land earlier this year because of its expert-
ise in working with dams, Aschenbach said.

Aschenbach, however, urged the com-
mittee not to sit back and wait for the
results of the appeal. He said Hannen
should send a letter to the USAGE to ask for
the appeal to be e.xpedited. Time is a prior-
ity, considering the project is in competi-
tion with several others nationally, he said.
For example, a plan to alleviate flooding
from Pectean River, which originates in
West Orange and flows northeast through
Verona, Cedar Grove, Little Falls and
Woodland Park, where it discharges into
the Passaic River, is being considered by

the USAGE.

Aschenbach urged Cranford to begin
preparation in case the local project comes
to fruition. According to a memorandum
provided to committee members, Aschen-
bach urged Cranford to;

« coordinate with the seven communi-
ties to draft an alternative to the 4a plan
that would include improvements to

Lenape Park in Cranford, among other
changes;

« develop a five-year capital improve-
ment plan with a fiscal assessment to fund
locally;

e develop a river-maintenance plan,
which will be required once the project is
finished;

« form of a nonprofit trust that would
offer the 110 homeowners along the river
tax credits in exchange for a strip of land
near the embankments; and

« retain Winning Strategies, a lobbying
group working with the Mayor’s Council
and the seven communities lobbying for
federal and state support, to “get shovels in
the ground.”

Toward the end of the meeting, Aschen-
bach again voiced his frustration with the
chiefengineer’s decision to halt the project,
pointing out that the plan has been up for
consideration since 2012.

“We went all this time and at the last
minute they said, ‘No, well we have to
look at this again,’” he said. “But to think
we went all this way and then had to do
this at the very end. | guess that happens
with projects. But something as compli-
cated as this, I could understand it except
that without moving forward today on
this what we haye is the public safety
danger.”

Hillside completes a superb
regular season slate at 8-0

Stays home for the playoffs vs. familiar foe

HILLSIDE - After going 8-0, winning the Mid-
State Conference’s Valley Division championship for
the first time and concluding a regular season sched-
ule with home wins over Group 3 North Plainfield
and Group 4 Cranford - the latter on its new turffield
- now comes the difficult part for the Hillside
Comets.

Defending last year’s - first-ever - Central Jersey,
Group 2 state championship.

The Comets won CJ, G2 last year as the seventh
seed, first winning at second-seeded South River,
which was 9-0. Then came the win at third-seeded
Johnson, which was where Hillside lost one of its
three games last year. What followed was a win over
11-0 Point Pleasant Boro - the top seed - in the final
at Rutgers.

In 12 months Hillside has gone from the little
engine that could to - perhaps - the prohibitive
favorite.

On Saturday at 1 p.m. the top-seeded Comets (8-0)
will host eighth-seeded South River (5-3) in a first
round Central Jersey, Group 2 affair.

The roles are c-ompletely reversed, with Hillside
now the higher-seeded, undefeated team at home.

Hillside won at South River 28-7 in the first round
last year and then pulled away in the fourth quarter to
win at South River again 40-13 on Oct. 13, which was
its last road game.

Hillside has won a Union County-leading 12
straight.

The Comets will have to beat South River a third
time in three tries in just 12 months in order to
advance in this year’s CJ, G2 field.

If all goes well for Hillside it will host sectional
playoff games on the first three Saturdays in
November, with the third one to be the CJ, G2 final.

It's all there in front of them as the Comets - who
have won all eight games by double digits and are
winning by an average score of 42-9 - go from the
hunter to being the hunted.

Against a talented Cranford team last Friday that
had come off decisive wins at home against 5-0
Summit 25-12 and at 4-2 Immaculata 35-7, Hillside
took it to the visiting Cougars immediately. After
holding Cranford to just one first down on its initial
possession. Hillside moved deep into Cougar territoiy
before losing a fumble.

The Comets came right back on their next possession,
which began at their own 42.

Senior running back Brian Ugwu took the next hand off and on his
second carry of the day found room on the right side and then sprinted
dovm the sideline for the game’s first jwints and the first touchdown on
the team’s new turf field.

In the second quarter, Melendez completed a jmss to .stmior wide receiver
Boris Nicolas-Paul, who caught the ball at the Cranford 27 and then ran
left and ultimately dove into the end zone for Hillside’s second .scorn>.
The touchdown reception covered 42 yards and put Hillside ahead 13-0.

With time running out before intermission, Nicolas- Paul made a
move on Cranford strong safety .lames Shriner and was headwl towarxl
the end zone before losing the ball. Teammate Nahree Biggins was there
to recover the ball in the end zone to give Hillside a ig-o lead 26 seconds
shy of the second quarter closing.

In the first half, Ugwu carried the ball five times for 45 yards and his
one score, while Shriner gained 45 yards on 15 carries.

Hillside junior running back .lames Ix)uis gained 72 yards on seven
first half rushes.

“When we played Cranford two years ago and they beat us we scored
on the last play of the game and the refs didn't give us a chance to kick
the extra point,” said third-year Hillside head coach Harris Grant, refer-
ring to a 49-13 Cranford win at Hillside. “1told the kids to look at the
scoreboard and then | said that would never hapiam again.

“Last year we came close.”

At Cranford a year ago the host Cougars defeated Hillside 34-21.

“This time we were locked in and focused,” Grant said. “Coming out
of conference (ilay we faced a Group 3 school in North Plainfieltl and a
Group 4 in Cranford.”

Hillside’s 48-20 win against North Plainfield at Rahway Riv<-r Park
last Saturday was its first over a Group 3 ftie since defeating S(x>tch
Plains in 2013. The Comets followed it up with a rare victory over a
Group 4 opponent.

“We just battled history,” Grant said. “Cranford is a good team and
ivill be tough in the playoffs. Our offensive line played their butts off. 1
think we ran for something like 300 yards."

This was Hillside’s first win over Cranford since a 14-7 home triumph
in Week Two of 2009. The Comets previously lost their last six games
against Cranford. The teams did not play each other in 2013 and 2012.

“We wanted this game to Ix; a battle of two good teams," Grant said.

Now it’s do-or-die football for Hillside.

“We have to be prepared mentally,” Grant said. “lwery week we talk
about our game being the other team’s Super Bowil.

“The most important thing about the playoffs is the next game. We're
not going to change our approach.

“We tend to play a little better on turf and ours is new. It's a gn;at
environment for the kids.

“We need to stay focu.sed and follow the game plan."”

NOTES; Hillside is in the playoffs for the 10th time in program
history. This is the fourth time the Comets are a top .seed.

Hillside won its .state championships in the playoffera as a second
seed in 1985 (North 2, Group 2) and a seventh seed in 2017 (Cl, G2).

Union boys’ soccer captures
share of UCT championship

For the Union boys’ soccer team it really didn’t
matter that it shared the Union County Tournament
championship with two-time defending (once shared)

%hampion Westfield.

A year ago the Farmers didn’t win a single UCT
contest. They didn’'t win a single game - for that
matter - finishing with one of the worst records in
program history - 0-16-3.

Twelve months later a sooner-than-later highly-
dramatic turnaround saw Union not only capture a
share of the county championship to hoist the trophy
for the first time since 1999, but the Farmers did so
this time without a loss.

Union’s record moved to 13-0-3 after the fourth-
seeded Farmers battled third-seeded Westfield to a
1-1 draw in last Friday night's UCT championship
game contested at Kean University’s Alumni Stadium.

“We played well and Westfield played well, but
hats off to us,"” Union head coach Lester Lembryk
said. “We would have liked to have won it straight out.

“I'm just so proud of our boys.”

Union only won three games two years ago. After
last year’s team - avery young one at that - continued
to struggle from a won-loss standpoint, the Farmers
were dropped from the Union County Conference’s
Watchung Division to the Mountain Division.

Not only did a more experienced Union team
flourish in the Mountain Division - Union was leading
the seven-team standings at 8-0-1 with three games to
go as of Oct. 28 - but the Farmers also excelled against
teams from the Watchung Division.

Union battled Summit to a 0-0 tie Sept. 18 at home
and then ousted the fifth-seeded Hilltoppers 1-0 at
home in the UCT quarterfinals.

Union then knocked off defending co-champion
and top-seeded Elizabeth 2-1 in overtime in the UCT
semifinals before producing its tie against Westfield
in the UCT final.

That meant Union went a combined 2-0-2 vs.
Watchung Division teams.

“It's a great feeling,” said Lembryk, who succeeded
longtime mentor Jim Jeskey as Union’s head boys’
soccer coach in 2008, moving up from assistant
status. “We've gotten great leadership, with our
seniors assisting our younger players.”

In the UCT final, just like in its semifinal against
Elizabeth, Union fell behind 1-0. Westfield leading
scorer Evan Meade gave the Blue Devils a 1-0 lead in
the first half on a shot from 25 yards out.

As it did against Elizabeth, Union came back to tie
the game at 1-1. Ulisses Silguero took a pass from
midfielder Jeremy Fonseca and headed a shot past
Westfield goalkeeper Julian Trott some 15 minutes
after Westfield went ahead.

Neither team scored in the second half or both
sudden death overtime periods.

Going to penalty kicks to determine the champion
was not agreed upon.

Union senior keeper Manny Melendez made 12
saves, including a couple of big ones in overtime.
Trott was credited with nine.

Since Union moved to the Mountain Division,
Union and Westfield did not face each other until the
UCT final.

“We made some adjustments and prepared for
Westfield like any other game,” Lembryk said. “I
couldn’t be more proud of our boys. It was all
about them.”

In Union’s UCT semifinal win over Elizabeth it
was sophomore Michael Simoes who tied the
game at 1-1 with Union’s first goal, coming in the
second half.

Senior striker and captain Andre Vieira produced
the game-winning goal - his team-leading 22nd of the
season - on a penalty kick in single overtime.

NOTES: Union received the fourth seed for the
North 2, Group 4 playoffs and blanked i3th-seeded
Bayonne 6-0 Monday to advance to todays quarterfinal
round.

The semifinals are scheduled for Monday - Nov. 5
and the final for next Thursday - Nov. 8.

All matches take place at the hi”er seed.
